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New ePin Feature Goes Live for Army MyPay Users

Army personnel can now obtain their MyPay personnel identification numbers (PINs) by using a new online feature called ePin.  EPin is available to active, reserve, guard, civilians and military retirees with Army Knowledge Online (AKO) accounts.  EPin greatly simplifies the process of gaining access to MyPay.  Personnel can visit the MyPay Web site at:  https://myPay.dfas.mil and click on the “New PIN” button.  The system will verify the identity of the user through their Social Security Number.  The user can then elect delivery of the PIN by email or regular mail.  Email delivery takes place within 48 hours.  Strong encryption and secure sockets layer technologies combined with user-unique access make MyPay safe to use and protect personal information from unauthorized use.

New Service Member and Family Service Member Group Life Insurance Rates

(SGLI and FSGLI)

Effective 1 July 2003 SGLI and FSGLI rates were reduced for both active and reserve component soldiers who have full-time SGLI coverage.  Active component soldiers should already be receiving the new rates, while Reserve component soldiers will see the change (and any refunds necessary) during the August processing month. Travel Voucher Turn Around Time (TAT)

Soldiers turning in travel vouchers during the months of August and September need to be aware that the turn around time for processing these will lengthen.  DFAS is implementing a new and improved system to process these vouchers, and with this new system comes a learning curve.  DFAS is working hard to minimize the time it will take to fully understand this new system.  Please allow at a minimum of 20 days before making an inquiry in reference to your travel voucher.
Privatized Housing

Picerne Inc. now operates and oversees all housing on post.  As of 01 August 2003, all soldiers living on post will receive BAH based on their rank, and in turn will have an allotment set up to Picerne for the same amount.  This is done internally and soldiers will not have to visit their local finance office to set this up.
