ENLISTED HARDSHIP OR DEPENDENCY DISCHARGES

IN-TRANSIT SOLDIERS ONLY
Governing Regulation: AR 635-200

1.  All soldiers not assigned to Ft Bragg who for appropriate reasons, need administrative support to separate from the military, must process through the Personal Affairs Branch, Soldier Actions Section.  A soldier may request discharge on the basis of a genuine dependency or hardship as stated in AR 635-200, Chapter 6-3.  The soldier will be placed in an attached status pending the decision/approval for separation.

   -Dependency exists when death or disability of a member of a soldier’s (or spouse’s) immediate family causes that member to rely upon the soldier for principal care or support.

   -Hardship exists when in circumstances not involving death or disability of a member of the soldier’s (or spouse’s) immediate family, separation from the service will materially affect the care or support of the family by alleviating undue and genuine hardship.

2.  Procedure.  Soldier must submit a DA Form 4187 with an affidavit explaining one of the above conditions. The attached unit commander (19th Replacement) will recommend approval or disapproval on the 4187.  Then forward the action thru the chain of command for final approval, disapproval, and/or characterization of discharge (if applicable).

   -Additional supporting documentation may include, but not limited to:


-Affidavit from family member(s) on behalf of the soldier.


-Affidavits by at least two agencies or individuals, other than family.


    (i.e. Red Cross, Chaplain, Family Physician, etc…)


-Detailed statement to establish monthly income and expenses (if applicable)


-Death Certificate (if applicable)


-Physician’s statement with diagnosis and date of disability (if applicable)


-Judicial decree or court order granting divorce or child custody (if applicable)


-Education benefits counseling


-Debt avoidance counseling


-Enlisted Records Brief


-ACAP Checklist

3.  Once all review is made and separation is warranted, soldier remains attached until the Permanent Duty Stations distributes PCS orders to Ft Bragg for separation processing.

When orders from losing command are received, soldier reports to the Transition Center for separation.
