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	Conducting Unit Level Basic Airborne Refresher

The purpose of this update is to give units a brief overview of what is required to conduct Basic Airborne Refresher at unit level.  Specifically, we will cover the jumpmaster and mound detail, medical coverage, risk assessment worksheet, and the request memorandum.  All current Jumpmasters and key leaders conducting the training should review the Tower SOP located on the Advanced Airborne School website WWW.BRAGG.ARMY.MIL/AAS.


If both doors are to be used on the 34 foot tower two jumpmasters must be in the tower (one per tower door) with safety harnesses attached.  There must also be two jumpmasters on the ground to conduct JMPI for a total of four jumpmasters.  Six soldiers will be needed for the rope detail-one per active cable. The mound detail will consist of twelve soldiers for Hollywood equipped jumpers and eighteen soldiers for combat equipped jumpers (2 or 3 per active cable). 

If only one tower door is used, there must be one jumpmaster in the tower with a safety harness on; at least two jumpmasters for conducting JMPI for a total of three jumpmasters; three soldiers for the rope detail (one per active cable); and six soldiers for the mound detail for Hollywood equipment, and nine soldiers for combat equipped jumpers (2 or 3 per active cable).  All detail personnel will wear ballistic helmets at all times during the training. 

The medical coverage team will consist of one FLA, two medics, a spine board, a rigid collar and a respirator. 

A memorandum requesting the use of the tower and facilities required to conduct Basic Airborne Refresher must be sent to the Tower Committee Chief at least two weeks prior to the date the training will be conducted. The memorandum must state the number of personnel to be trained; type of equipment to be exited from the tower (Hollywood, combat equipment, special items such as AT4JP, SMJP, etc.)  And request one Jumpmaster Instructor to present a period of instruction on the proper fitting and wearing of the T-10 Main and Reserve Parachutes.  

The memorandum must also include the name of the OIC/ NCOIC and a point of contact with a phone number.   FB Form 3852-E Risk Management Worksheet, which can be found on at WWW.BRAGG.ARMY.MIL/AAS must be prepared reflecting training requirements and commander’s intent must be completed before training can be conducted and should be attached to the memorandum.  It would also be prudent to follow up on the memorandum with a phone call to the tower committee chief, SFC Warner @ 6-9023.

Finally, the Leaders and JMs conducting Unit Basic Airborne Refresher should read the tower SOP located on the Advanced Airborne School Website WWW.BRAGG.ARMY.MIL/AAS.

	Reintroduction to the 

C-17 Globemaster

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Over the past year many Paratroopers and Jumpmasters have been deployed to forward combat areas.  In that time Fort Bragg has not executed many airborne operations from the C-17 Globemaster. Once the C-17 returns to support the Fort Bragg and 82D Airborne Division; the units and Jumpmasters must be prepared to safely conduct airborne operations from this aircraft.  To facilitate this, use the following guideline. 

When you request parachutes they must be T-10D Parachutes with 5 foot Universal Static Line Extensions.

During prejump you still inform the jumpers that it is a 4 second count during the first point of performance when they exit the aircraft.

During the SARJE Brief you must reinforce the colors of the Jump Caution Lights for the C-17.  Ensure that “Stand By” will not be issued until the yellow Jump Caution Light is illuminated at 30 seconds. 

Before the jumpers don their main and reserve parachutes; gather all the current and qualified Jumpmaster and inform them on how the T-10D Parachute must be configured with 2 stows of Universal Static Line stowed to each left and right Outer Static Line Stow Bar, 3 stows of Universal Static Line stowed to each left and right Inner Static Line Stow Bar, and the Girth Hitch must be centered between the 9th and 10th stow of Universal Static Line (See Figure 1 Below).

If the parachute is not configured in this manner a rigger can reconfigure it for them.  

Prior to JMPI each Jumpmaster must inspect the Girth Hitch first, next inspect the spring opening gate for spring tension, then remove all the twists from the Universal Static Line, and finally route the Universal Static Line over the appreciate shoulder insuring that the 10th stow of Universal Static Line has not been broken.  

As the Primary Jumpmaster you must establish 4 JMPI stations and 1 corrections station.  

During the inspection of the aircraft insure the Protruding Socket is properly taped or has the designed cover plate for it.

Loading the aircraft will be quick, just remember a member of the Jumpmaster Team must inspect each Jumpers Adjustable Leg Strap prior to boarding the aircraft.  Jumpers numbered 1-27 will sit outboard and 28-50 will sit inboard.  Jumper 28 is the Jumpmaster.

At the 20 minute time warning the Jumpmasters will issue 20 minutes and the Safeties will attach all special items of equipment, prepare the A-series Containers, and don their BA-18.

At the 10 minute time warning the Jumpmasters will begin their normal sequence of time warnings and jump commands.  For the jump command “Hook Up” no more than 27 Jumpers can hook up to the Outboard Anchor Line Cable and no more than 24 Jumpers can hook up to the Inboard Anchor Line Cable.  After the jump command “Sound Off for Equipment Check” each Jumpmaster will receive 1 “All OK Jumpmaster” from the inboard and the outboard jumpers.  

Since the aircraft is a C-17 there will be a 6 minute slow down instead of the 3 minute slow down for the C-130.  There will only be 1 Loadmaster for each C-17 to operate both Paratroop Doors.

When the command, “Army Your Door” is given extend your arm and sound off with, “Safety Control My Static Line”. DO NOT MOVE YOUR FEET!!!  Once the safety has control of your universal static line/ static line, secure the lead edge of the paratroop door with the lead hand. Rotate into the paratroop door and secure the trail edge of the paratroop door with your trail hand.

The Jumpmaster will then secure the paratroop door lifting bar (See Figure 2 Below).

With the trail hand and then pull down on the paratroop door while looking at the paratroop door up-lock (See Figure 3 Below) to insure that the paratroop door is locked in the up position.

Then replace the trail hand on the trail edge of the paratroop door. With the lead hand, reach across to trace the trail edge of the paratroop door, inspecting for any sharp or protruding edges that could cut or frey a universal static line / static line. Trace from the top corner to the bottom corner of the trail edge of the paratroop door, then to the middle of the jump platform, then back to the top corner of the paratroop door, insuring that your hand does not break contact at any time. 

It may be necessary to turn slightly in the paratroop door to accomplish this.  DO NOT TURN SO MUCH AS TO EXPOSE YOUR BACK TO THE OPEN PARATROOP DOOR.
There is a handle located in the fuselage of the aircraft (See Figure 4 Below), on the lead edge of the paratroop door. YOU MUST PLACE THE LEAD HAND DIRECTLY INTO THE HANDLE.

Walk out onto the jump platform, with both feet on the jump platform, and lean outside the aircraft, locking your elbows is not required, and check down and to the rear of the aircraft for any unsafe conditions. Jumpmasters will not collapse their right elbow while the left arm is locked, and on the left paratroop door, the Jumpmaster will not collapse their elbow while the right arm is locked. You will then come back inside the aircraft and look at your jumpers and then your safety. You will then take up a rest position and wait for the 1 Minute Reference Point.

Once the 1 Minute Reference Point is identified, the Jumpmaster will issue a SILENT 1 Minute Time Warning to the jumpers, with the lead hand. You will then take up a rest position and wait for the 30 Second Reference Point. 

Once the 30 Second Reference Point is identified, the Jumpmaster will IMMEDIATELY make the final clear to the rear. DO NOT issue a 30 second hand and arm signal. This is your last opportunity to ensure there are NO unsafe conditions outside the aircraft. You will then rotate into the aircraft, with your body facing towards your jumpers, and issue a thumbs up to the Jumpmaster on the opposite paratroop door. 

Once you receive the thumbs up, you will look at the jump caution lights to ensure that the amber jump caution light is on, THEN AND ONLY THEN, you will issue the jump command,  “Stand By”. DO NOT ISSUE THE JUMP COMMAND “STAND BY” UNTIL THE AMBER JUMP CAUTION LIGHT IS ON!!! You will then take a step forward with the inboard foot and rotate your body so that you are facing the skin of the aircraft, with your body bisecting the lead edge of the paratroop door. Ensure you are back far enough so you will not block jumpers from exiting the aircraft. You will then reach out with your trail hand, and your Safety will place your static line /  universal static line back in your hand. If you are the AJM on the opposite paratroop door, you will look over your trail shoulder and ensure that you can see the PJM prior to getting your universal static line / static line from the Safety. Once you have regained control of your universal static line / static line, DO NOT MOVE YOUR FEET!!!
The PJM will observe the jump caution lights on the lead edge of the paratroop door. Once the green light illuminates, you will issue a verbal command of “GO”. DO NOT tap your number one jumper. Once all of your jumpers have exited the aircraft, you will hand your universal static line / static line to the Safety. DO NOT MOVE YOUR FEET until the Safety has positive control of your universal static line / static line. You will then take one-step or half step to the left or right centering yourself on the paratroop door. Then place both hands on the ends of the reserve parachute. You will then look over either shoulder to ensure that all jumpers, to include the AJM, have exited from the opposite side of the aircraft. You will then check the jump caution lights on either edge of the paratroop door. If the jump caution light is still green, you will exit the aircraft.

The AJM will observe the number one jumper on the PJM’s paratroop door. Once the number one jumper has exited the aircraft, the AJM will issue a tap and a verbal command of “GO” to the number one jumper. Once all of your jumpers have exited the aircraft, you will hand your universal static line / static line to the Safety. DO NOT MOVE YOUR FEET until the Safety has positive control of your universal static line / static line. 

You will then take one step or half step to the left or right, centering yourself on the paratroop door, place both hands on the ends of the reserve parachute and check the jump caution lights on either edge of the paratroop door. If the jump caution light is still green, you will exit the aircraft.

As Jumpmasters and Airborne Leaders we must retrain our Paratroopers and ourselves for this aircraft to ensure proficiency and safety thought out the Airborne Operation.

	COMBATING CLASS 2

Now that the 82nd Airborne Division is deploying soldiers in support of Operation Enduring Freedom.  We must concern ourselves with smoother Operational Readiness Surveys (ORS) and Out Loads.  Without a smooth Out Load, time will be wasted and that will slow down the deployment process.  There are several methods that could expedite the Out Load process. 

The first area of concern is the proper certification and shipment of Class 2 Compressed Gases.  There are more and more Class 2 hazardous materials being shipped during each Out Load, from fire extinguishers to compressed air. You, as the Air Movement Control Officer or Non-Commission Officer (AMCO), must know where to find and locate the information for Class 2 Compressed Gases to properly certify your items for air movement without any delays at the departure airfield. Attachment 6 of the TM 38-250 is the reference used for the handling, packaging and shipment of Class 2 Compressed Gases.

One common Class 2 Compressed Gas that each unit will transport is a fire extinguisher. The Proper Shipping Name (PSN) for this item is FIRE EXTINGUISHERS. AMCO’s must be knowledgeable of the proper care and handling of fire extinguishers during shipment.  There are several ways of storing and shipping fire extinguishers for transportation.  The primary means of transporting the fire extinguisher is in the vehicle’s designed rack. 

The designed rack is the securing device that is placed in the vehicle and required by the technical manual for that vehicle. The designed rack must be serviceable. The fire extinguisher will be further secured to the rack with an additional turn of Type II or Type III nylon cord gutted. 

A Class 2 Non-Flammable Gas Label must be placed on the cylinder when shipped in the designed rack. 

 
If the designed rack is not serviceable the fire extinguisher must be secured in a 6-sided wooden box with all the original markings on the outside of the container obliterated. In addition the preferred method of protecting the fire extinguisher inside the box is to utilize paperboard honeycomb and cellulose wadding to fill void space. This is used to prevent the cylinder from moving and also provide additional valve protection. The PSN and UN number to include a Class 2 Non-Flammable Gas label must be visible on the outside of the container (See Figure 5 Below).

There are several different types of spray paints and dust cleaners that are being prepared for air shipment (See Figure 6 Below). Unit’s AMCOs are having a difficult time trying to certify certain items since the PSN haven’t been placed on the container or the outer package. Locating the information that is needed to certify your Class 2 is easier than you think.

All hazardous material can be referenced with a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) to locate all applicable shipping information (See Figure 7 Below).

If you have access to the Internet, you may go to the following web site WWW.HAZARD.COM/MSDS or WWW.HAZMAT.COM then select Material Safety Data Sheet then click on the Hazmat Link. There you will locate a dialog box that will allow you to type in the hazard’s Name, NSN, or the corporation which produce the product so that you will have the capability to access the MSDS for that specific hazard. Locate the PSN and UN number on the MSDS and then use that information to locate it in the Table A 4.1 of the TM 38-250. Once the information has been identified you will complete the Shippers Declaration for Dangerous Goods (SDDG).

Proper documentation of hazardous materials is essential to ensure they arrive in theater in a timely manner.  By doing their homework at home station, AMCOs can ensure all equipment is ready for Air Movement.
