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	Understanding Aircraft Emergency Procedures

As the Primary Jumpmaster it is imperative that all members of your jumpmaster team have an understanding of what must take place in the aircraft during any emergency situation. Jumpmasters are likewise responsible for the state of training of all jumpers in their units and on their aircraft. A brief overview of what must take place during an emergency can be found in the 82d ABN DIV ASOP, Chapter 13 paragraph 13-9.


The signal for emergency bailout is three short rings followed by one continuous long ring of the emergency warning bell. The three short rings are utilized to get your attention; at the sound of the three short rings, stand the jumpers up, issue the command of hook up and ensure the paratroop doors are open. At this time you should issue the command of check static lines and check equipment, if time permits. The long continuous ring coincides with the green light and is the signal to exit the aircraft. The minimum acceptable emergency bailout altitude is 400 feet above ground level (AGL). 

(IAW AFI 11-2C-130V3 CH. 19)

When an aircraft emergency occurs during static-line airdrops, the pilot will maintain an acceptable altitude and direction of flight to provide the paratrooper a safe and stable platform to evacuate the aircraft. If the jump must be made at an airspeed in excess of 150 knots the pilot will advise the jumpmaster through the loadmaster of the airspeed and altitude. The order to evacuate the aircraft will be given by turning on the green light.  

At the sound of the long continuous ring the assistant jumpmaster will exit the aircraft, followed by the jumpers from both paratroop doors. Once all jumpers have exited, the primary jumpmaster will exit. The primary jumpmaster must be the last static line jumper to exit the aircraft. If time and altitude permit the safeties will exit after the primary jumpmaster. 

Once on the ground the assistant jumpmaster will travel in the direction of flight, policing up all the jumpers. The primary jumpmaster will travel opposite the direction of flight, policing up the jumpers until he meets the assistant jumpmaster. At this time the jumpmasters will obtain accountability of personnel, equipment and parachutes. 

Exiting the Aircraft under emergency conditions is just another reason why the entire jumpmaster team must stay awake, alert and remain oriented during flight. 

If conditions are unsuitable for aircraft evacuation, the red light will come on and the paratroop doors will be closed. The aircrew will advise the jumpmaster to have all paratroopers unhook, take their seats, and fasten their seatbelts.

The signal for crash landing is six short rings followed by one long ring of the emergency bell. The pilot may have time to warn you prior to a crash landing. Cushion and protect yourself with anything you can get your hands on, secure your ballistic helmet and fasten your seatbelt as tight as possible, then lean toward the front of the aircraft. When the aircraft stops moving, take all commands from the Air Force Loadmaster. Exit the aircraft as quickly as possible then run, don’t walk, as far as you can from the aircraft and re-assemble a minimum of 300 ft. to the rear of the aircraft. If you are instructed to jettison cargo in flight to lighten the aircraft, ensure your parachute is the last item to go.

The signal for ditching the aircraft is also six short rings followed by one long ring of the emergency bell. The pilot may have time to warn you prior to ditching the aircraft. If time permits, remove all parachutes from the jumpers and remain seated with the seatbelts as tight as possible. 

When the aircraft stops moving, take all commands from the Air Force Loadmaster. Exit the aircraft through the emergency exits directed by the loadmaster. Ensure Jumpers move in a quick but orderly manner. Assemble for accountability a minimum of 300 ft. to the rear of the aircraft. 

Remember during any emergency situation the Jumpmaster must remain calm and in control at all times, the jumpers will react to what they see you doing and if you panic they will panic. 

	Tailoring Pre-jump Training to your Airborne Operation

Jumpmasters need to be aware of the fact that Sustained Airborne Training may be given up to 48 hours prior to station time but not later that 2 hours and 45 minutes prior to station time. This is especially important during hot summer months as the Airborne Commander may elect to conduct this training the evening prior to the Airborne Operation when it is cooler outside.

Recently there has been some confusion over what emergency landings should be discussed during Sustained Airborne Training. When giving pre-jump, you must discuss the appropriate emergency landings for the drop zone you are jumping on. A hazard (something that would constitute an emergency landing… i.e., trees, wires, or water) is defined as being within 1 kilometer of the surveyed drop zone. For any airborne operations on Ft. Bragg and Camp Mckall you must discuss tree landings for all drop zones. If you are not jumping at night, do not discuss night jumps; the same applies to jumping in AWADS conditions, the B-7 life preserver, etc. 

        Some Jumpmasters argue that because their jumpers may have to make an emergency bail-out, some time during the flight route, that they should discuss all the emergency landings on every airborne operation, every time. It is always smart to try to be prepared for contingencies, but this is overdoing it.

The arguments of these jumpmasters are flawed in the following manner; Pre-jump doesn’t address jumping into urban areas, but we routinely fly over them enroute to the designated drop zone. This line of thinking means we need to discuss buildings and highways also.  What about satellite towers?  

As Jumpmasters we must understand that it is simply not feasible to try and discuss every type of terrain or emergency situation a jumper might possibly encounter. Remember the rule of thumb for airborne operations “don’t hassle your jumpers”. So, in the future, ensure your sustained airborne training is accurate, rehearsed, enthusiastic and tailored to your Airborne Operation.

	Pre – Deployment Prep

For Air movement

As an S-3 AIR or Air Movement Control Officer (AMCO) you must have the knowledge to properly prep your units vehicles and equipment for air movement during a deployment. This will prevent your unit’s vehicles and equipment from becoming frustrated cargo at the departure airfield. Once a unit is notified of a up coming deployment the unit S-3 AIR or the AMCO need to review the 82d ABN DIV Readiness Standing Operating Procedures (RSOP) chap 4 appendix 4. If you are outside of the 82nd ABN DIV you must follow or develop your own SOP for deployment.

There are several things that the deploying unit S-3 AIR or the AMCO should and must do to prepare for the up coming deployment. The unit must first decide on what equipment will be taken this is done with the planning of the battalion staff with guidance of the BN commander. Once the equipment is designated for deployment each company XO must go to the Installation Transportation Office (ITO) with their appointment orders as the unit movement officer too create the unit’s Deployment Equipment List (DEL). 
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The DEL should be completed as far out as possible to alleviate any problems that may arise. Once the DEL gets approved the unit needs to make load plans so the Air Force can dedicate aircraft to move your equipment from conous to oconous. If you have any questions pertaining to the Installation Transportation Office contact Jim Ross at 396-5510.

 Once aircraft have been dedicated for your movement, you will get hard dates when the unit will start moving.  When the unit begins to prepare their equipment for deployment they need to make sure it is in accordance with (IAW) the 82d ABN DIV RSOP ch 4 appendix 4. Units not in the 82nd ABN DIV must follow their own SOP for deployment.   

After aircraft have been dedicated to your unit, you should begin to prepare your vehicles for air shipment.  All vehicles must have a vehicle load packet with the following documents:

- 2 Vehicle Inspection Checklists

- 12 Shipper Declaration for Dangerous Goods

- 3 blank Hazmat Lists 

- 3 ammunition / supply issue cards 

- 2 vehicle load cards

- 4 chalk cards; 2 blue for airdrop and 2       white for air land  

- 2 DD forms 2133 

- 1 Joint Airlift Inspection record.  

You must ensure that the vehicle load card reflects the secondary load, and that the load is secured with appropriate restraint devices (i.e. CGU-1/B cargo tie down devices, 15’ Dacron tie down strap with 10,000lb load binders or ½ inch non-nylon rope at lest 50 feet in length). The deploying unit must provide the appropriate restraint devices and shoring for all equipment as required.

If the deploying unit is utilizing 463L pallets for air movement, they must first submit a memorandum to ITO requesting permission for the use of the appropriate quantity of 463L pallets and nets. Once approved, the memorandum is taken to Cocksure Field to schedule a date and time to pick up the 463L pallets.  Cocksure Field is ran by 7th Trans BN. Units can also request Material Handling Equipment (MHE) i.e. flat bed trucks, and 10K forklifts to help with transportation of equipment.  It is the units responsible to provide all dunnage for the 463L pallets for movement and any additional restraints that may be required.  If you have questions concerning 463L pallet or MHE draw, contact MSG Dease 396-4769.    
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Every Unit Movement Officer or Non Commissioned Officer should attend at a minimum the USA Advanced Airborne School AMO course, the DOT Hazardous Materials Course and the AALPS course conducted in the Fayetteville area, these courses will assist you in the certification and deployment of your units equipment and vehicles in a timely and effective manner with out delay at Departure Airfield.
