Privately Owned Vehicle (POV) Inspections Policy ol
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6. SYNOPSIS: (if more space is needed, use reverse side.)

1. This is a 1st COSCOM Policy letter pertaining to unit POV inspections.

2. The purpose of this policy is to provide guidelines for maintaining the unit POV Inspection Program. Unit Commanders
are responsible for ensuring a viable POV Inspection Policy is in place. It is the unit commander's responsibility to

enforce the following standards concerning POV inspections:

a. Units will generate and maintain an accurate database of all POVs in each soldier's family. The soldier's vehicle,
their spouse's and any additional vehicles to include motorcycles will be maintained in this database.

b. The POV used daily by the soldier to commute back and forth to the place of duty will be inspected IAW the
Vehicle Inspection Checklist (see enclosure 1) on the last work day of each week.

c. POV's other than those used every day by the soldier (motorcycles and additional vehicles) and those belonging to
the soldier's family members will be inspected at a minimum of once a quarter .

d. Units will keep the most recent POV inspection results on file.

e. Commanders will ensure that POV safety information is included in holiday-weekend safety briefings.
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
