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SUBJECT: Barracks Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) Policy #24

c. A parent or Legal Guardian must accompany visitors under the age of eighteen 18).
Under-age visitors, whether age is known or not, place the sponsor at personal risk. Their
status as a minor places them in a superior legal position and the soldier can be arrested for
misconduct with a minor.

d. Visitors are not to remain in the barracks without an escort. If the occupant(s) of a room
leave for any amount of time (on and off duty), the visitor must also leave.

e. Although visitors are allowed, this does not mean that they may store their personal
items or live in the barracks (e.g. clothes, personal hygiene items, etc.) If any items are found in a
room that obviously belong to another person, it is considered the same as an unauthorized person
taking up residency and is punishable by UMCJ action.

f Visitors are not to possess a room/building key for any reason. If a visitor is found with
a roomvbuilding key, it is considered the same as if the visitor has taken up residence, which is
punishable by UCM]J action. For security reasons, the occupant of the room will be charged to
replace the existing lock and keys.

117 SEGURITEY:

a. Barracks rooms will remain locked when unoccupied or when soldiers are asleep
Security of personal property is an individual responsibility. Each resident is issued a room key.
Dupliczsion of keys is prohibited. Battalion Commanders will authorize the making and issue of
duplicate keys as required. Soldiers will pay replacement costs of lost keys.

b. Soldiers will lock their rooms, wall lockers, and windows during their absence.

c. All residents will file a record, DD FORM 4986, of all high dollar value items with
their company as part of unit physical security file. It is highly recommended that soldiers mark
their perscnal property with their social security number so as to facilitate the recovery of stolen
property. Each company will provide engravers.

d. It is the responsibility of all personnel residing in the barracks to report any

suspicious persons or activity in the barracks to the COSCOM and respective Group Staff Duty,
SDO/NCO. The COSCOM barracks is a CRIME WATCH AREA.
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
