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SUBJECT: Barracks Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) Policy #24

a. COSCOM barracks are designated for occupation by both male and female soldiers.
b. Criteria for residency:

(1) Bona fide Bachelors: Single soldiers without any dependents (SSG and below)
receive first priority. Bona fide bachelors will not be authorized off post quarters if barracks
vacancies exist.

(2) Sponsor personnel: Sponsor personnel are those individuals entitled to BAQ
at the w/o dependent rate and are single, divorced, legally separated or otherwise required to
provide support for at least one other person. They may reside in the barracks only after all
bona fide bachelors have been adequately housed. On a case-by-case basis, the first Major
General in the chain-of-command may grant exceptions to the policy.

(3) Geographical bachelors: Geographical bachelors are those personnel who are
unaccompanied by family members for personal reasons. They are not authorized to reside in
the barracks without approval of the first Major General in the chain-of-command. Ifa
geographical bachelor desires to reside in the barracks, the following procedure applies:

(2) Upon recommendation of the appropriate battalion commander, the soldier may
occupy available barracks space for up to 30 days to allow transition into the unit and submission
of a request for exception to policy.

(b) The soldier will be allowed at least 30 days for processing the exception to
policy paperwork.

(c) Ifthe request is disapproved or no request is submitted, the soldier may be allowed an
additional 30 days to find a residence and vacate the barracks

(d) In no case will a soldier be allowed to reside more than a total of 60 days in the
barracks without an approved exception to policy. After 60 days, all cases will be reviewed by
the 1st COSCOM Commander.
