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SUBJECT: Barracks Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) Policy #24

(4) Command directed disciplinary cases: A commander at any level may require a
soldier who is restricted to the unit area or have no pass privileges, to reside in the barracks for
the duration of the restriction or no pass status, regardless of marital status. Similarly, soldiers
involved with spouse/child abuse and those who repeatedly cannot be contacted during alerts may
be command directed to move into the barracks, regardless of their marital status. If not already
utilized, the designated transit rooms will be the only quarters utilized by these personnel.

(5) NCO rooms will be based on seniority, regardless of unit of assignment. NCOs who
are Sponsor personnel or Geographical Bachelors are not entitled to an individual room or an
NCO room.

7. DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

a. COMMANDER 1st Corp Support Command  has overall responsibility for the
command’s barracks facilities.

b. The COSCOM Chain of Command and NCO Support Channel have overall
responsibility for the maintenance of barracks standards and implementation of the Army’s Better
Opportunities for Single Soldiers (BOSS) Program.

c. COMMANDERS. 507 Corps Support Group (Airborne). 46th Corps Support Group
(Airborne). TSB. 330% MCB. and 2d MMC are overall responsible for managing the facilities
occupied by their soldiers. He/she is also responsible to appoint a Barracks NCO and a R & U
(Repair and Utilities) Representative for the Group/ Battalion/Company to process maintenance
work/service orders in the barracks.

d. GROUP/BATTALION COMMAND SERGEANTS MAJOR

(1) Responsible for monitoring quality of life issues of the barracks residents and ensure
compliance of the BOSS program.

(2) Appoint a Group Barracks NCOIC to maintain the barracks with the assistance of the
Battalion Barracks NCOs.

(3) Designate transient room(s).
