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SUBJECT: Barracks Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) Policy #24

(3) Requests for work/service orders through Barracks NCOIC.
(4) Responsible for fix/repair/maintenance of the common areas.

(5) Responsible for acquisition and use of self-help supplies. (i.e. light bulbs, ceiling
tiles, paint, etc.)

i. RESIDENTS:

(1) Care and maintenance of the individual and common areas (i.e. individual room,
laundry rooms, hallways, stairwells, dayroom, latrines, utility rooms, entrances, police call area).

(2) Maintain a level of self-discipline and decorum that supports good order and
discipline. Cleanliness and a high state of maintenance are the standard.

(3) Maintain responsibility and accountability for individual rooms and living spaces.

(4) Maintain security of rooms and privacy of roommates and other barracks
residents.

8. ROOM STANDARDS:

a. Soldiers may arrange rooms in any manner, as long as the rooms remain neat, orderly,
and safe. 1SGs/supervisors may instruct individuals to remove items from the room if it becomes
cluttered, appears offensive and/or the individual can not meet COSCOM standards of
cleanliness/hygiene.

b. All issued furniture will remain in the room and assembled. The senior occupant will
sign for the room, blinds, screens, etc. Each occupant will sign for their government furniture and
is responsible for it’s physical condition and maintenance. The barracks NCOIC will annotate the
condition of the furniture on the hand receipt when signed for and re-evaluate it during joint
inspections with the residents. The Barracks NCOIC will file the original copy of the hand
receipt. A copy will be kept in the room and updated whenever the original is changed. Soldiers
will pay for furniture and property that is damaged or lost through means other than Fair, Wear,
and Tear, in accordance with AR 735-5.
