c. The dayroom provides recreation and relaxation for COSCOM residents. Security of
the dayroom and barracks is the soldier’s responsibility.
d. Hallways & Stairwells:
(1 Each floor is responsible for the section of the stairwell that leads to their hallway.
(2) Will be cleaned and inspected daily.
10. TRANSIENT ROOMS:
a. Purpose:
(1) To house personnel arriving after duty hours.

(2) Provide for health, morale, and welfare of soldiers and/or command directed discipline
cases when space is available.

(3) Provide temporary lodging for incoming/outgoing personnel assigned/attached to
COSCOM.

b. Use of temporary lodging for more than 5 working days will be considered on a case
by case basis with the approval of the Group Commander

11. QUIET HOURS

a. Always keep noise (i.e., volume of stereos, televisions, radios, groups of people, etc.)
at a level so as not to create annoyance to other residents. IF IT CAN BE HEARD OUTSIDE
THE ROOM. IT IS TOO LOUD! Respect for others is a must.

b. Quiet hours are intended to provide residents a period of rest and relaxation, free from
any noises or disturbances. Quiet hours are:

(1) Nights preceding duty days: 2200-0600 hours.

(2) Nights preceding non-duty days: 2400-0800 hours.
