2. COMMANDERS INTENT: It is my intent to ensure that single soldiers living in the COSCOM barracks have the same rights to
a home like as enjoyed by married soldiers living in government or off-post housing. It is also my intention to promote and support
the BOSS Program by maintaining the highest living standards within out barracks. We will provide our soldiers a sage, secure, and
enjoyable living environment. When establishing and enforcing standards in the barracks, I expect every resident and unit Chain of
Command to adhere, maintain, and enforce this SOP.

3. This document constitutes the COSCOM Barracks SOP and supersedes all previous barracks SOPs for 1st COSCOM units.
Changes or supplementation require the approval of the Commander, 1st COSCOM.

4. PURPOSE: To establish a policy that outlines procedures to ensure the protection , security, safety, health, and welfare of all
personnel residing in the COSCOM Barracks.

5. SCOPE: This SOP pertains to all COSCOM units' Chain of Command, the NCO Support Channel, and those soldiers
(assigned/attached) residing in the barracks belonging to the COSCOM to include (military/civilian) visitors.

6. GENERAL: Single soldiers (SSG&Below) assigned/attached to COSCOM units are authorized living space according to their
rank and available space. Each and every soldier residing in the barracks has the duty to maintain their living and common areas in a
clean and orderly manner. Each resident will maintain a level of self-discipline and decorum that supports good order and discipline.
Each room and the barracks as a whole will be maintained and kept clean at all times. COSCOM soldiers will not display offensive
or derogatory materials toward anyone while they are residents in the barracks. (CONTINUED)
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
