6. SYNOPSIS: (if more space is needed, use reverse side.)
To provide command guidance on the safe and proper operation of the M-Gator Utility Vehicle.

a. The M-Gator will be treated as a piece of Ground Support Equipment and will require proper licensing and qualification to
operate. Selection, training, testing and licensing will be IAW AR 600-55, The Army Drivers and Operator Standardization
Program, Chapter 7, para 15. Operators will view the videotape provided with the vehicle for safe operating practices. Operator
will receive training utilizing the M-Gator Training Outline provided by John Deere.

b. Operator training will consist of ; M-Gator Video, Safety Video, vehicle familiarization, publications and drivers written
and hands on test, as outlined in manufacturers training plan.

¢. Gators will be maintained IAW M-Gator Interim Logistic Sustainment Support Plan. This plan includes John Deere
dealership POCs, special tool requirements, recommended deployment packages, maintenance schedules, maintenance allocation
charts, and maintenance expenditure limits. All M-Gators will be uploaded into the unit's ULLS-G box and only dispatched to
licensed operators.

d. M-Gators are not permitted on Bragg Boulevard, Goldberg Street, Honeycutt or Gruber Road. They are permitted to cross
Goldberg Street, Honeycutt and Gruber Road at designated crossing points or any where with road guards. M-Gators are permitted
on all other two lane roads within the COSCOM area. M-Gators hauling ammunition will not operate on public roadways.

e. Helmet, road-guard vest, and eye protection are required. DOT helmet is recommended.
f. No passengers are allowed to ride in the cargo area. Cargo weighing more than 50 Ibs and litters will be strapped down with

cargo ties. Ammunition will be placed on pallets in the cargo area and strapped down with two web straps. Ammunition weight
will not exceed 1000 Ibs.
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
