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SUBJECT: Standard Procedures for Airborne Operations and Jump Proficiency

(3)The only authorized non-combat equipment jumps are the Saturday Proficiency Jump Program (SPJP),
incentive jumps, and unilateral airborne operations.

(4) All forcible entry units with airborne capabilities will remain proficient in the following airborne
operations: personnel airdrops, air delivery systems (i.e. door bundles, container delivery systems (CDS) and heavy
drops (HD), static load training and tactical airland operations on field landing strips (FLS).

(5) 1" COSCOM airborne operations will be planned for and conducted during hours of limited visibility (i.e.
night airborne operations).

(6) TAW Chapter 1 (1-6) and Chapter 18 (18-10), 82™ Airborne Division ASOP, Airborne Commanders will
not cancel airborne operations at the weather decision point based on the weather forecast. Units in 1* COSCOM
will fly all scheduled missions and airdrop unless cancelled by the Air Mission Commander (Air Force) for weather,
maintenance or by the DZSO/DZST on the drop zone at the drop time.

(7) MCSs will ensure that all soldiers in Paid Parachute Position (PPP) adhere to the individual standards for
airborne operations outlined in Chapter 3 (3-5), 82™ Airborne Division ASOP and the guidance outlined in this
policy.

g. Jump Proficiency:

(1) Individual jump records will be maintained as training records at battalion level. Jumps will be posted to
individual jump records not later than the third duty day after receipt of the jump manifest.

(2) Primary jumpmasters on the 1" COSCOM airborne operations are responsible for providing an accurate,
legible copy of the jump manifest to their battalion S3 by the COB the day after the airborne operation.

(3) Soldiers who participate in non-COSCOM airborne operations are responsible for providing a copy of the
Jjump manifest to their battalion S3 not later than the third day after completion of the airborne operation. Soldiers
Jjumping from aircraft scheduled from outside the COSCOM are required to receive permission from the Airborne
Commander and/or the S3 Air Representative of that unit prior to jumping outside COSCOM.

h. Joint Airborne/Air Transportability Training (JA/ATT):

(1) The ACofS, G3 will monitor JA/ATT requests to ensure MSCs request sufficient aircraft to maintain
airborne proficiency within their commands.

(2) MSCs will coordinate for available aircraft through 1* COSCOM G3 Air. When requésting aircraft for
airborne operations, Commanders will ensure that monthly request are sufficient to enable each soldier on airborne
status to jump as required in 6.f.(1).

(3) Commanders will maximize usage of all available JA/ATT aircraft.

(4) Units will not shortfill scheduled JA/ATT aircraft without prior approval of XVIII Airborne Corps
ACofS, G3 Air through COSCOM ACofS, G3 Air.
