NORMAL WATER CONSERVATION 





	Housing residents, units, barracks, directorates, contractors and Pope AFB may water lawns and wash non-military vehicles based on the final number of the building number. 


Odd numbers may water/wash vehicles on odd number days only from 0700-1000 or 1800-2100 


Even numbers on even number days only from 0700-1000 or 1800-2100  


Watering is limited to 30-45 minutes per location.  


Vehicle washing must be performed using spring-loaded nozzles only.  


New sod/turf or landscaping projects are exempt until the sod/turf is established. 


NORMAL is in effect when the Little River has the capacity to supply the demand for water and the fort Bragg Water Treatment Plant has the ability to produce enough water to satisfy the demand.
