6. SYNOPSIS: (if more space is needed, use reverse side.)
1. This policy addresses guidelines on fuel storage, fuel transfer operations, and environmental requirements for Fort Bragg.

All military units must follow the requirements of FM-10-67-1, latest revision, and this Master Policy for fuel operations.

2. Fuel storage in motor pools will not exceed 12K gallons at any time. (Note: North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources requires a permit to exceed 16K.)

3. No fuel storage in blivets will be allowed at ANY time within motor pools. Blivets used for training must be drained prior to return to motor pools.

4. Other than track vehicles, no fueling of ground vehicles will be allowed in motor pool complexes except for emergency situations (e.g., storm events, natural disasters).  Use of the Contractor Owned Contractor Operated (COCO) fuel stations is mandatory for refueling operations involving military ground vehicles. Readiness Business Center provides fuel cards for military vehicles use at the COCO fuel stations.

5. Tankers of any kind or type, or any container storing fuel, requires mandatory secondary containment in accordance with (IAW) requirements of Tide 40 Code of Federal Regulations, Section 112 and Fort Bragg Regulation 200-3, Installation Spill Contingency Plan, 14 Mar 00.  Use of sandbags, without a liner, to provide a containment berm is NOT acceptable.  Fuel trucks must be spaced a minimum of 25 feet apart, side to side, or end to end IAW FM 10-67-1.  Do not park fuel trucks on washracks or near stormwater drains.  Fuel trucks must be grounded and spill absorbate material must be available within 25 feet.

6. Strict compliance with all safety requirements of FM 10-67-1, Fort Bragg Reg  385-10, Safety Program Requirements, 11 Oct 95, and FB Reg 385-4, Safety Standards for Field Operations, 11 Aug 94, for fuel operations is required.

7. Provide inventory list of type and amount of fuel stored to Public Safety Business Center, Fort Bragg Fire Department, and

Public Works Business Center (PWBC), Environmental and Natural Resources Division (ENRD), and Environmental Compliance Branch (ECB) IAW the requirements of Fort Bragg Regulation 200-3, 14 Mar 00.

8. Initiate a risk management worksheet IAW the guidelines of FM 10-67-1 for fuel storage sites and obtain concurrence from

Fort Bragg Fire Department.  Maintain a copy of the approved risk management worksheet at the fuel storage location, the

original at Maintenance Offices, and a copy must be provided to Fort Bragg Fire Department, PWBC, ENRD, and ECB.
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
