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Bagram, Afghanistan:

MES medical
stays stocked

CAMP STRONGHOLD FREEDOM,
Uzbekistan — When the Joint Logistics
Command, 1% Corps Support Command
created a Forward Logistics Element in
Masar-e Sharif, Afghanistan, to assist the
Kingdom of Jordan in supplying and sup-
porting aforward field hospital, not much
was known about what type of injuries
and diseases would be treated.

After 14 months of front-line medical
support to the citizens of Afghanistan,
non-governmental organizations, Afghan
and Coalition forces in the area, the or-
dering of surgical medicines and phar-
maceutical products has become routine.

“We can look back and anticipate
what type of treatments were offered the
first year the hospital was established
and then forecast what we'll need each
month,” said Spc. Timothy Beabout,
medical logistics specialist, 427" Medi-
cal Logistics Detachment, Atlanta, Ga.

“The Jordanian doctors do a very
good job at identifying supply issues and
notifying me of the shortages,” said
Beabout.

The Jordanian Army Field Hospital
cares for more than 650 patients every
day in the city of Masar-e Sharif, Af-
ghanistan.

“Thefield hospital uses 35 percent of
the medical suppliesin the Operation En-
during Freedom theater,” said Medical
Logistics Liaison Maj. Steven Medve,
Joint Logistics Command, Camp Strong-
hold Freedom.

Even with supply forecasting, there
comes atime when medical emergencies
arise at the hospital. Similar to major met-

Olympic bombing suspect
awaits hearing

MURPHY, North Cardlina— OlympicPark
bomhbing suspect Eric Robert Rudolph awaited
his transfer Sunday from a jail in Murphy to
Asheville, 90 milesaway, where hefacesacourt
gppearance Monday morning.

FBI Specia Agent ChrisSwecker said afed-
erd judgein Asheville will formaly determine
Rudolph’sidentity and order him either to Bir-
mingham, Alabama, or Atlanta, Georgia, thetwo
cities where federa indictments were returned
aganghim.

Doug Jones, theformer federa prosecutorin
Birmingham, said the Justice Department will de-
cidewheretotry Rudolphfirgt.

“They’re going to be looking at the various
strengths and wesknesses, and where this case
shouldfirst go,” Jonestold CNN. “I knowthey're
searching now for additiond evidence. They
need to get ared good look and get ahandleon
wherethey fed likethebest caseis, wherethey
can go with their rength.”

Meanwhile, an FBI evidenceresponseteam
went into the woods behind a supermarket in
Murphy where a rookie police officer arrested
Rudolphearly Saturday morning.

The 36-year-old suspect isbelieved to have
hidden in the caves and mines of the thickly
wooded western North Carolinamountainssince
1998. Hewasindicted onfederd chargesin No-
vember 2000, and until Saturday, had eluded a
five-year federa manhunt.

“He had been in the area the whole time)”
CherokeeCounty Sheriff KeithLovinsaid.

About 500yardsfromthesupermarket where
Rudolph was taken into custody, investigators
were seen removing what appeared to be atar-

paulin. But officials would not say whether the
item held any significance.

Authoritiesnow havemany new leedsinthe
case, Swecker sad.

Rudolph emerged as a suspect after the Bir-
mingham bombing, when a witness spotted a
meanwalking away fromthebomb scene, followed
him and wrote down the license number on the
1989 Nissan pickuptruck hedroveaway.

Investigators found the truck registered to
Rudolph in Murphy, but the suspect vanished,
leaving his truck behind in the Nantahala Na
tional Forest, beforeauthoritiescould find him.

forces and events that tested it,” Putin said, as
Bush nodded in agreement.

Added Bush: “We are working closdy to
confront thechalengesof ourtime. ... Bath of our
countries have suffered greetly at the hands of
terrorists, and our governmentsaretaking action
to confront this threet.”

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ropolitan hospitalsin the United States major influxes
in patients and unexpected casualties can strain hospi-
tal stockpiles.

“A few weeks ago the Jordanians treated a young
girl who was in a car accident. She was put on oxygen
for several days that quickly depleted the amount of
oxygen in the camp,” said Beabout. “ At the same time
another patient was put into the hospital intensive care
unit at the same time, again using more oxygen.

“This created a supply issue which only immediate
local purchase of proper equipment could facilitate,”
said Beabout.

“It worked and we, the whole team of Jordanians
and Americans, were able to overcome the issue and
save the child'slife.

“There is one thing these doctors do not believein,
and that’s lost causes. If we have the tools, equipment
and knowledge to make someone better or survive
longer, we'll make it happen. The Jordanian doctors are
atrue asset the medical field.

“This has by far been the most rewarding experi-
ence of my Army enlistment,” said Beabout. “It has
steered me towards the medical field as a civilian and
given me greater respect for medical personnel, espe-
cially the Jordanians.”

Medical supplies used in the hospital range from
scalpels and sutures to oxygen masks and X-ray ma-
chines. Blood, lactated ringers, saline solutions, sy-
ringes, and other Army Class VIII products are also
used daily.

With the constant flow of medical logistics and hard
working dedicated personnel the Jordanian Army Field
Hospital and the U.S. Forward Logistic Element have
made a strong relationship with the community and its
leaders.

“1 am very pleased with the support the Jordanians
and Americans have given to the people of Masar-e
Sharif,” said Ustad Mohammad Atta, commander, 7%
Corps, Afghan Militia Forces. “It gives me great hope
for the future of Afghanistan.”

Utrecht crushes Feyenoord in final

ROTTERDAM, Holland — Utrecht won the Dutch Cup for the
second time asit thrashed 10-man Feyenoord 4-1 with abrace from
Igor Gluscevic in their opponents stadium on Sunday.

Jean Paul de Jong put Utrecht ahead five minutes before half-
timeand Gluscevic struck four minutes after the break and again just
before the hour to all effectively end the contest.

Bonaventure Kalou got one back for a stunned Feyenoord side
but Dirk Kuyt restored Utrecht’s three-goal lead with nine minutes
left asit wrapped up thevictory and aplacein the UEFA Cup for the
third year inarow.

It had all started so brightly for Feyenoord who dominated the
first half although, with the exception of afreekick from Robinvan
Persie which was saved by Utrecht goalkeeper Harald Wapenaar,
the Rotterdam side hardly created any chances.

They paid the price when Utrecht took the lead through De
Jong, who collected the ball from a deflected corner kick and fired
past goal keeper Patrick Lodewijksfrom 25 meters.

After the break Utrecht kept up the pressure and Gluscevic
doubled their lead as he converted a defense-splitting pass from
Belgian Stefan Tanghe. Striker Pierre Van Hooijdonk then put the
ball in the net for Feyenoord but it was disallowed and on 58 min-
utes Gluscevic grabbed his second and Utrecht’s third with
Feyenoord fruitlessly claiming offside before the Rotterdam club
finally scored through Kalou.

But any hopes of a comeback were dashed in the 77" minute
when referee Ruud Bossen turned down appealsfor a penalty after
afoul on Bombardaand was pushed by Paul Bosvelt. The Feyenoord
captain was promptly sent off and Utrecht regained control.

Kuyt, ironically playing hislast match for Utrecht beforejoining
Feyenoord this summer, put the icing on the cake by making the
score 4-1 after 81 minutes.

Feyenoord coach Bert van Marwijk criticized his side’s sloppy
defending.

“Thefirst goal was an example. Brett Emerton forgot to step out
after the deflected corner and De Jong scored thefirst goal,” he said.
“Overall, wedidn't play well but crucia momentsdecided thismatch.”

Van Marwijk was also unhappy with the referee, pointing to a
series of incidents that he said had cost Feyenoord dear.
