Child and Youth Services

STACC, VCCUS and Hourly Care

STACC:  Short Term Alternative Child Care is hourly child care provided to support special functions.  STACC sessions can be held in a child development center outside of regular operating hours or in the same facility or building immediately adjacent to the facility where parents /guardians are meeting.  STACC is for children of parents/guardians attending the same on-post function. Sites other than Child Development Centers must be approved in writing by proponents of fire, safety and health prior to care.

All children eligible to receive CYS services are eligible to attend STACC sessions and /or special openings.  The registration card and a current immunization record are required for attendance.   A CYS identification card will be accepted in lieu of an immunization record, but a registration card must still be completed for STACC.

All equipment and materials will be provided by CYS.  Food services will provide snacks/meals appropriate for the time and length of the STACC session, which meets Child and Adult Care Food Program requirements.  Parents will provide infant formula and baby food.  Refrigeration must be available when meals and formula are provided.

The total cost of childcare will be determined prior to any STACC session once the number and ages of the children is finalized and proper adult/child ratios have been established.  Set-up and takedown times are included in determining cost of the session.  Total fees will be based on the cost of labor, with a minimum of two staff for two hours.  All costs will be paid by the requesting organization in advance of the STACC or special opening session.  The actual count given prior to the session will be the amount billed.

The organization must notify the Outreach Director, preferably in writing, at least one week in advance to request a STACC session or special opening with the following information:  name of unit/organization, reason for request, type of function and location, date, time and location for childcare, number and ages of children to include special needs children. 

VCCUS: Volunteer Child Care in a Unit Setting is occasional short-term childcare at no cost for unit family members and private organizations during activities involving family support group, spouse meeting and special unit functions.  Family members from the unit provide the childcare or family members from one unit can provide VCCUS for family members of another unit on a mutually beneficial, reciprocal basis. 

VCCUS will be conducted under auspices of the Fort Bragg CYS Outreach Services (OS).  There is no liability between individuals serving as volunteer caregivers and CYS or the US Army.  A provision for VCCUS on the installation is a privilege granted by the Commander. 

VCCUS will be limited to short periods (not to exceed four hours) while parents are in attendance at a related function on the premises or immediately accessible to child activity spaces where care is being given.  Any unit/organization wishing to establish VCCUS for their unit must contact the OS Director at least two weeks prior to the childcare session.  The OS Director will develop and implement orientation training for unit volunteers.  Units/organizations who have already established VCCUS must contact the OS Director at least one week in advance of childcare sessions to secure location and verify trained volunteers.  CDS adult/child ratios will apply IAW AR 608-10.  

Hourly Care is available for children 4 weeks to 12 years that are eligible to receive CYS services.  All children must be registered through central registration.  No medication can be given at anytime for hourly care.  

Hourly care is available at Rodriguez Child Development Center (RCDC), Family Child Care (FCC) and School Age Services (SAS).   Patrons can make reservations 2 weeks in advance.  Patrons are charged according to reservations start to end and are responsible for payments upon receipt of services.  Cancellations and no shows are charged $5.00, which must be paid prior to the next reservation.  24 hour notice is required if patron is unable to keep the reservation. Patrons returning late for pick up will be charged a late fee of $5.00 /15 minutes.  

For hourly reservations in a FCC home, patrons can call providers from a list provided by central registration and the provider determines fees within a range.  RCDC fees are $2.50 an hour between the hours of 0830-1630 with a minimum of 2 hours and a maximum of 25 hours per week.

SAS hourly program (Fun Factory) offers occasional care to patrons not needing care on a regular basis at both sites from 1400 to 1800 on school days and from 0800 to 1800 on non-school days not exceeding 12 hours per month.  The cost is $1.50 per hour.
