MEMORANDUM FOR Education Services (ES) Staff

SUBJECT:  Use of Tuition Assistance (TA) After Recoupment of Funds

1.  Soldiers must repay the Government the amount of TA issued for a course for which an “I” not resolved within 120 days, an academic “F”, a “FN” due to non-attendance, or a “W” grade was received, if the grade was not due to military mission or reasons clearly beyond their control.  However, once the money is repaid the soldier may receive TA again for the same course or any course that is a part of their specified degree plan.  

2.  The latest version of EDMIS allows for posting of the following new or revised grades:

F (Failure Non-Mission Related), FM (Failure Mission Related), I (Incomplete Non-Mission Related), W (Withdrawal Non-Mission Related), WM (Withdrawal Mission Related), N (Never Enrolled),

NG (No Grade).

Grades received prior to 9 August 1999 do not have all of the options as noted above.  If a grade is missing for a course, please refer to Policy Letter 12 for instructions.
