SUBJECT:  Tuition Assistance (TA) and the North Carolina

Legislative Tuition Grant (NCLTG)

1.  Department of the Army requires that TA be issued BEFORE applying scholarships, loans, Pell Grants, etc., to include the North Carolina Legislative Grant. With the recent increase in the per semester hour cap, this will result in a soldier reaching his/her annual cap sooner than in prior fiscal years.  Therefore, it is very important to closely monitor the $4500 cap for all soldiers.

2. TA dollars are placed into our account each quarter therefore TA will be issued for only one term at a time.  If a soldier is entitled to TA for a second or subsequent term, the soldier must return to the Education Center prior to the end of drop/add for that term to request additional TA.  Education Services cannot reimburse a soldier for a promissory note issued by a school.
