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This operating instruction establishes and describes procedures and responsibilities to support the Air Force Operational Reporting System (AFOPREP).  It implements Air Combat Command (ACC) and 18th Air Support Operations Group (18ASOG) policies. It applies to all 18th Weather Squadron (18 WS) units.  Flights and Operating Locations can supplement this OI as required by local circumstances in an appendix.

1.0.  References:  Operational Reporting, AFMAN 10-206.

2.0.  Responsibilities:  Many occasions arise when the Commander needs to be contacted.  These include requests for emergency leave by commanders, notification of mishaps, crimes, incidents, weather impacts, and guidance/assistance for operational reporting.  Unit personnel must clearly understand reporting procedures.  A partial list of incidents requiring report submission is in Atch 1. 

3.0.  Procedures:

3.1.  Start a log of all actions related to the incident or occurrence.  Include time, any pertinent information received or provided, and any other action taken for severe weather use format at Atch 1, para. 3.      

3.2.  Contact the Combat Weather Team (CWT) OIC/NCOIC (Ft Bragg), Detachment Commander (Ft Eustis), Flight Commander (Ft Rucker), or Operating Location (OL) chief (Fts Belvoir and Knox).  If unable to contact the respective local leader, contact any available officer or senior NCO.  In the event of a severe weather incident, start to collect weather data for possible use in any follow-on investigations.

3.3.  The local leader contacted above will notify the 18 WS/DO ASAP (have information available from Atch 1, to provide pertinent information).  During duty hours, contact the 18 WS Director of Operations (DO).  If the DO is unavailable, contact the Commander, Superintendent, or First Sergeant.  During non-duty hours, call them at home or page them.  Duty, home telephone numbers, and pager numbers are listed on the 18WS Recall Roster.

3.4.  Types of Operational Reporting.

3.4.1.  18 WSLINE Reports.  The purpose of this report is to notify the Squadron Commander of all significant events/incidents, unusual occurrences, and happenings at host garrisons involving weather or 18 WS personnel.  Gather readily available information.  The local unit’s senior weather officer/NCO or his/her representative will then contact 18 WS without delay.  The Squadron Commander or his designated representative will make the final determination on whether the report should be forwarded to 18 ASOG.   18 WS will assist in formatting the report and determining other reporting requirements.  Use the format at Atch. 2 (example report)  for accomplishing the report.

3.4.2.  OPREP-3B BEELINE Reports.  A report of any incident or event where Air Force level interest is indicated, but not requiring notification using higher-level OPREP-3 reporting.  Once again, 18 WS units will not normally submit these reports, but may be required to submit inputs.  See paragraph 3.4.1 above for reporting details.

3.4.3.  OPREP-3H HOMELINE Reports.  A report of any incident or event which does not merit HQ USAF attention, but which is of interest to the MAJCOM such as events/incidents affecting ACC or involving ACC resources which do not meet OPREP-3 BEELINE/PINNACLE submission criteria.  See paragraph 3.4.1 above for reporting details.

NOTE:  Do not include names or social security numbers, instead use terms such as active duty officer, NCO, dependent, etc.

WEATHER EVENTS
1.  Increased weather support requirements for crisis, operations, and exercises/ contingencies which are a direct result of political or military actions.  Summarize support required/provided and any other constraints/ limitations.  This report will probably be classified.

2.  Operations with possible MAJCOM or higher interest (such as joint exercises) whenever unforecast weather impaired or prevented mission accomplishment.

3.  Severe weather occurrence (wind 50kt or greater, hail 3/4" or larger, tornadoes) regardless of extent of damage.  Include the following in report:

     a.  Actual severe weather experienced.

     b.  Forecast valid at time of occurrence to include valid weather watches/warnings (include actual and desired lead-times).

     c.  Operational status of meteorological equipment at time of event.

     d.  Damage assessment reported by customer, local news, or NWS storm reports. 

4.  Natural phenomena (hurricane, tornado, flood, etc.) that adversely affected the installation.

5.  Weather occurrences that may involve 18 WS units only indirectly, but may result in local or national reaction or extensive press coverage.

6.  Special operations generated by weather phenomena, such as airlift for flood relief.

7.  A four‑star or equivalent civilian grade diversion when weather may be the cause.

8.  Aircraft accidents/incidents in which weather or weather service may be a factor.

9.  Weather related aircraft mishaps.

10.  Any other event/incident judged significant to higher headquarters (the above list is not all inclusive).

18  WSLINE REPORT (Example)

Fort Eustis Felker Army Airfield (Det 1, 18th Weather Squadron) weather incident identification and details

1.  Name and location of unit submitting report: Det 1, 18th Weather Squadron, Felker AAF, Fort Eustis VA.

2.  Type of occurrence:  Severe weather (Winds GTE 50 knots)

3.  Date, time, location of event:  23 Apr 99, 2346Z, Felker AAF, Fort Eustis VA

4.  Analysis of public relations factors involved and estimate of news media reaction.   Article appeared in local paper over weekend describing damage that occurred in the Hampton Roads area as storms moved through the region.  Nothing specific to Ft Eustis was mentioned. 

5.  Description of all known facts and circumstances (include leadtimes/timing errors for warnings).

   A.  In the morning hours, the severe indices from model generated products and forecasted Skew-Ts seemed to indicate moderate thunderstorms for later in the day.  MM5 products indicated rain/thundershowers would develop with maximum precipitation of .06 inches during the 3-hour period ending at 03Z.   MWA 23B (VT23/10Z-24/06Z) indicated potential for severe Thunderstorms (few, MT 450) in the region.  As the situation evolved through the morning, the potential for severe weather became more evident (UL Divergence, 20 degree surface temperature discontinuity, and approaching cold front).  Given these factors, we issued a weather watch for severe thunderstorms at 23/1706Z.  By afternoon, the cold front was approaching, the severe weather action team metwatched Radar, satellite, and upstream station observations.  The possibility of severe weather now seemed likely.  As a result, we issued a weather warning for severe thunderstorms at 2025Z.  At approximately 2100Z, an area of convection in northern Virginia through West Virginia began to rapidly develop with thunderstorms moving southeast mostly ahead, but also along the frontal boundary.  In total, there were two areas of thunderstorm cells that moved through the region, with the first producing heavy rain and winds GTE 50 knots at 2346Z.  At 0000Z we observed a second thunderstorm cell on Radar moving southeast toward Ft Eustis with rapidly increasing in intensity.  At 0035Z, we observed a MESO on the NEXRAD for the cell that was now 15 NM to the north-northwest of the post.  A SRM product for the same time indicated strong gate to gate shear.  From this, we determined enough evidence existed to issue a tornado warning for Ft Eustis AIN.

   C.  Operational status of meteorological equipment: The Post Weather Station experienced a power outage immediately following the occurrence of the 50kt wind at 2346Z.  After that time, most office lights were extinguished, the LAN was down and the WSR-88D Radar was the only operational Fixed Met equipment.  Warnings were issued to Post agencies via telephone only following the power outage.

6. Estimate of casualties:  none

7. Estimate of property or equipment damage:  Extent of damage was isolated downed and damaged medium
to large sized trees, the downing of numerous tree limbs, an approximately 8 x 3 foot tin roofing cover on the weather stations roof was blown off (resulting in no other damage), and a few downed power lines (which resulted in weather station losing power) causing isolated power outages on Post. 8.   Remarks. Preliminary conclusion:  The FMQ-13 reading of 50 Knots, even given the known difficulties of the sensor, is very plausible given the intense conditions that were observed at the time of the event.  Damage that occurred on the Post and in the local area is consistent with winds of 50 or more knots.  In our estimation, if not for the power outage, it is estimated that the FMQ-13 would have recorded a few additional gusts greater than 50 knots.
