COMBAT OPERATIONS SUPPORT (COS) 


This SOI establishes 18th Weather Squadron (18 WS) mobility program.  The squadron mobility program is designed to train unit personnel to deploy in support of contingency and exercise operations requiring weather support.  It applies to all 18 WS units.  Flights and Operating Locations can supplement this OI as required by local circumstances in an appendix.

1.0.  Reference:  AFI 10-215, AFI 10-1403, ACCR 105-1, ACCMAN 15-151

2.0.  Responsibilities:

2.1.  Commander:

2.1.1.  The squadron commander is responsible for overall unit training and readiness.  The commander ensures all training, equipment, manning, and plans are in order.

2.1.2.  Designates, in writing, a primary and alternate Unit Deployment Manager for the unit.

2.1.3.  Ensures all personnel are briefed on their responsibilities in supporting exercise and contingency operations.    

2.1.4.  Maintains and exercises alert/recall procedures.  The alert notification (recall roster) includes procedures for contacting unit personnel and actions required for different types of alerts.

2.2.  Unit Deployment Manager:

2.2.1.  Maintains the squadron mobility plan and continuity binders.

2.2.2.  Ensures all required phase training is accomplished and documented.

2.2.3.  Prepares mobility notification letters for all mobility tasked personnel.  

2.2.4.  Creates Personnel Readiness Folders (PRF) for each mobility tasked individual. Maintained in Orderly Room. 

2.2.5.  Conducts quarterly reviews of all PRF’s and ensures discrepancies are corrected in a timely manner.

2.2.6.  Ensures all unit personnel have current immunizations/DNA packages.

2.2.7.  Maintains unit Ancillary training, to make sure all personnel are current in small arms and CBDWT/NBC.  

2.3.  Mobility tasked unit personnel:

2.3.1.  Possess and maintain an up-to-date Personnel Readiness Folder (PRF).  A list of what the PRF should contain will be in the front (Tab A) of the PRF.  

2.3.2.  Keep all affairs, legal and personal, in order so deployment on short notice does not create an undue hardship.  

2.3.3.  Maintain a current will and appropriate power of attorney, if needed.

2.3.4.  Maintain TA-50 gear and all required clothing and personal supplies.

3.0.  Emergency Actions Binder:  18 WS units providing direct support to Army combat units will develop an Emergency Actions Binder (EAB).  The EAB must detail Alert/Recall procedures, pre-deployment actions, load-out checklists and briefing/reporting requirements.
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
