Wear of the Class C Uniform Off-Post

2.  MASTER POLICY NO.
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6.  SYNOPSIS:  (if more space is needed, use reverse side.)

1.  This policy applies to all U.S. Army personnel (Active and Reserve) assigned or attached to XVIII Airborne Corps and Fort

Bragg, tenant units, and any unit or individual present at Fort Bragg for training, TDY, or other military purposes.

2.  This policy serves to remind soldiers that their appearance in any uniform reflects on the U.S. Army and that all soldiers

should wear their uniform with pride.  All soldiers must exercise appropriate discipline to ensure they wear it properly:  the

uniform must always be complete, clean, neat, and presentable, and the class of uniform must be appropriate for the setting.  This

policy serves to clarify this requirement by classifying off-post settings in which the war of the Class C (BDU/work) uniform is

appropriate or inappropriate.

3.  Allowed Activities/All Hours.  Soldiers may wear the Class C uniform off post while traveling directly from/to their place of

residence, regardless of the time-of-day of such travel.  During such travel, soldiers may only stop enroute to get essential items

(e.g., bread, milk, gas, and emergency automotive repair items).

4.  Allowed Activities/0500-1900.  Soldiers may wear the Class C uniform off post during the period 0500-1900 with the

following clarifications:

    a.  Soldiers will wear the uniform properly, behave appropriately, and portray a positive image of the citizen-soldier-neighbor

while off-post.

    b.  While wearing a Class C uniform, soldiers may eat lunch, pay bills, participate in Partners in Education (PIE) activities,

etc., but only during these hours.

    c.  Soldiers may attend informal off-post unit social events, such as a  section Hail & Farewell, at nearby restaurants, but only

during normal lunch hours.  To accommodate travel and administrative time requirements the period established for compliance

with this element of this policy is 1100-1400.

5.  Prohibited Activities/All Hours.

    a.  Soldiers may not wear camouflage face-paint off post at any time, for any reason, except as specifically required in the

conduct of off-post training.

SUBJECT:  Wear of the Class C Uniform Off-Post

    b.  At no time may soldiers patronize off-post establishments with "coat and tie" dress requirements while wearing a Class C uniform.

    c.  At no time may soldiers enter establishments in a Class C uniform where their presence would create the perception of behavior that is unbecoming of a member of the U.S. Army or that is prejudicial to the maintenance of good military order and discipline.  Specifically, at no time may soldiers enter an off-post bar that does not serve meals or an off-post movie theater while in Class C uniform.

    d.  At no time may soldiers consume alcoholic beverages off-post while wearing a Class C uniform.

    e.  At no time may soldiers wear the Class C uniform when traveling on any commercial carrier leaving the Fayetteville area (e.g., airplane, bus, train, etc.).

6.  Other Corps installations will implement their own versions of this policy.

7.  This policy is punitive; individuals who violate this policy are subject to nonjudicial or judicial action under the Uniform Code of Military Justice.
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
