    b.  The POC for nuisance wildlife is the Installation Pest Management Coordinator, 396-2684x1246.

    c.  Due to the proximity of housing areas to forested areas, there is a good chance that residents may encounter what appears

to be abandoned or injured wildlife.  THESE ANIMALS SHOULD NOT BE DISTURBED.  In most cases the parent returns to

care for their young, and only in rare cases are they actually abandoned.  Residents should report injured wildlife to the Wildlife

Branch, telephone 396-7506.
