6.  SYNOPSIS:  (if more space is needed, use reverse side.)

1.  This is policy pertains to XVIII Airborne Corps units at Fort Bragg.

2.  Army motor vehicle (AMV) and privately owned vehicle (POV) accident reduction is a command priority.  The number of

our soldiers injured or killed in traffic accidents continues to be unacceptably high.  These injuries and deaths represent a human

tragedy with direct, adverse impact on mission readiness.

3.  All military personnel under 26 years of age who possess a driver's license will attend a minimum of a 4-hour block of

classroom instruction in traffic safety at Fort Bragg's Defensive Driving Course (DDC).  The DDC is mandatory and will be

provided at no cost to the soldier.

4.  Many traffic accidents involve "high-risk drivers."  These are soldiers who have demonstrated a disregard for traffic safety

rules and the appropriate use of automobiles and motorcycles.  Soldiers who are cited by military police for a moving traffic

violation on the installation are considered high-risk drivers and must attend 4 hours of remedial training within 30 days of

receiving a citation.  This remedial training will be attended by all aforementioned personnel, regardless of rank, and will be

conducted on Saturday in the PSBC, Safety Division Classroom by the Installation DDC Instructor.

5.  Commanders will establish an ongoing program to ensure traffic safety, including educating soldiers, denying or limiting pass

privileges, and recommending suspension or revocation of installation driving privileges when appropriate.  In addition to

enforcing installation seat belt and insurance policies, unit commanders will verify compliance with driver's license requirements,

state insurance regulations, and vehicle maintenance and safety standards.  Vehicles registered in states that do not require

inspections, at least annually, must comply with North Carolina inspection requirements.  Motorcycle operators must provide

proof of completion of the Experienced Rider Motorcycle Defensive Driving Course to operate on the installation.  This course is

provided at no cost to the soldier.

6.  Another important remedial measure for high-risk drivers is suspension or revocation of installation driving privileges.  While

this action automatically occurs in cases involving driving while under the influence, commanders should consider recommending

suspension or revocation in other appropriate cases by forwarding memorandum to the Garrison Commander that lists the

offense(s) and identifies the soldier and the reason for the recommendation.  Before the suspension or revocation occurs, the

Garrison Commander's Office will give the soldier a 10-day notice to submit a written appeal or request a hearing before the

Garrison Commander.

SUBJECT:  High-Risk Driver and Traffic Safety

7.  Soldiers who use their vehicle for illegal purposes are potential high-risk drivers.  When probable cause exists to believe a soldier has used a motor vehicle in the commission of any felony, including transporting illegal dangerous drugs, commanders should consider recommending suspension of installation driving privileges until the investigation or disciplinary action is completed.  When soldiers are convicted or receive nonjudicial punishment for any felony committed with the use of a motor vehicle, commanders should consider recommending revocation of driving privileges.

8.  The safety of our soldiers is an important concern for everyone in the Fort Bragg community.  Every commander must be personally involved.  
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
