6.  SYNOPSIS:  (if more space is needed, use reverse side.)

1.  This is an XVIII Airborne Corps and Fort Bragg out of school "home alone" policy to address the ages and circumstances

under which a child/youth age 18 and under can be left at home alone without adult supervision during all non-school hours.  This

updates the existing "home alone" policy and will not expire until rescinded or superseded.  

2.  Safeguarding children and youth is a parental responsibility.  Parents are to make appropriate advance provisions for

supervision during out-of-school periods of time.  Fort Bragg defines levels of supervision for all ages.  

     a.  Direct Supervision.  Face-to-face on-site by an adult or parent designated, responsible teenager, 7th grade and up. 

Baby-sitter will be at least 13 years old and have completed the American Red Cross Baby-sitter Certification Class.  A

baby-sitter that is in the 7th or 8th grade will not provide care supervision for more than a 2-hour block of time in a day.  

 

     b.   Monitored Care.  An adult is aware of child's/youth's location and activities during all out-of-school hours.  Parents

designate a responsible adult who will be accessible by phone and lives a short distance away to check in with the child/youth at

one hour intervals and the parent ensures the child/youth is capable and knowledgeable in handling emergency situations.  

 

     c.  Self-care.  Parents or legal guardian have ensured child/youth is trained and competent in home alone skills and/or has

completed Red Cross Baby-sitting Certification Course.  Child/youth in self-care must have the parent's or authorized adult's

phone number to contact in case of emergency.  The parent or other authorized adult must arrange to check on the child's/youth's

behavior or whereabouts telephonically or in person, a minimum of every 4 hours.

SUBJECT:  Installation Out of School Home Alone Policy

4.  Children/youth left in self-care will not be left alone without adult supervision on Sunday through Thursday between the hours of 2200 and 0500, and on Friday and Saturday between the hours of 2300-0500.  At all times during these hours, children/youth in grades eight and below will be accompanied by an adult.  Exceptions to this are:

    a.  Children or youth responding to a bona fide emergency.

    b.  Children or youth returning home from a community or school organized function, community facility, or returning from employment.

5.  Violation of this policy may result in a referral to the Case Review Committee.  Child neglect that might result from a lack of appropriate supervision can result in termination of the privilege to occupy government quarters as well as other administrative or disciplinary measures deemed appropriate by the Command.  This is a punitive policy; soldiers who violate this policy may be subject to administrative or disciplinary action under the UCMJ.
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
