CONSCIENTIOUS OBJECTOR

Governing Regulation AR 600-43

1. Any soldier assigned to Ft Bragg belonging to organizations serviced by the 18th 

Soldier Support Group (Airborne) may request either discharge or assignment to non-combatant duties due to conscientious objection.  Soldiers in this category, must submit

a packet for review/approval to the Personal Affairs Branch, Soldier Actions Section. 

      2.  A conscientious objector is defined as one who has a firm, fixed and sincere objection to participation in war in any form or the bearing of arms, because of religious training and beliefs.

      3.  Procedure.  Request will be submitted on a DA form 4187. All supporting documentation will be in the form or an affidavit, sworn statement or memorandum. Appendix C (pg 13) of AR 600-43 contains a suggested checklist for a Conscientious Objector packet. 

   -This office ensures that it meets the regulatory requirements of Appendices B and C of above regulation.

   -Prepare a memorandum and forward the packet to SJA for legal review. Conscientious Objector packets are time sensitive so request a 3-day suspense.

   -If packet is found not to be legally sufficient, it will be returned to responsible brigade for corrections.

   -Once packet is found legally sufficient, prepare memorandum explaining the situation and circumstances involving the packet. Include in the packet, memorandums for the Corps Commander’s signature. One approval and one disapproval memorandum should be forwarded for signature.

   -Once packet is approved, packet is forwarded to Human Resources Command HR-MPC-CP, 200 Stovall Street, Alexandria, VA 22332 for disposition and review.

   -If the packet is not approved by the Corps Commander, forward four copies to: 

Human Resources Command HR-MPC-CP, 200 Stovall Street, Alexandria, VA 22332. The applicant will be furnished a copy of the disapproval recommendation and supporting reasons. The remaining copy is placed in our files.

   -Once the review/response is received from HQDA, make a copy of the endorsement/memorandum for our files and endorse the decision to soldier’s commander.
