IN-TRANSIT COMPASSIONATE REASSIGNMENTS OR

PERMISSIVE ATTACHMENTS
Governing Regulation: AR 614-200
1.  All soldiers not assigned to Ft Bragg who for appropriate reasons, need administrative support on requesting a Compassionate Reassignment (CR) or Permissive Attachment (PA) must report to the Personal Affairs Branch, Soldier Actions Section for processing.

     -Soldiers requesting a compassionate action normally are attempting to do one of two things: CR- receives a Permanent Change of Station (PCS), with one-year stabilization to an installation nearest to their family. PA- attached to the nearest installation (as above) but only for a minimum of 30 to a maximum of 120-day period.  The soldier would return to their parent unit. Soldiers may be considered for compassionate action when they have extreme family problems. This process can be found in Chapters 5-10 thru 5-15 of the above regulation.

2.  The Soldier Actions Section is responsible for the following support on this action:

       -Ensure that the soldier is in a positive leave status (no Permissive TDY). If not, a leave extension is required from the soldier’s unit.

       -Interview the soldier to ensure that their situation meets the criteria outlined in the regulation. Collect copies of all supporting documentation.

       -Establish a case file using all submitted supporting documents and a DA form 1594 to display a case history. Include any and all applicable email traffic.

       -Request attachment from the Human Resources Command (HRC) via the Enlisted Distribution and Assignment System (EDAS). HRC will respond via this same function.
        -If initial attachment is approved (for review of soldier’s case), notification will be made to the soldier, their Chain of Command, and 19th Replacement Detachment. Orders are cut according to the dates specified by EDAS.  If initial attachment is disapproved, soldier is notified and instructed to return to their Permanent Duty Station.

   -Upon receipt of initial attachment orders, soldiers will report to the 19th Replacement to further process their packet. This will include a DA Form 3739, which must be signed by the attachment unit Commander. The soldier’s completed packet will be submitted to this office NLT 72 hours prior to the end of initial attachment.

   -EDAS responses are checked daily for packet status.  If packet is still pending by the end of the initial attachment, HRC will continue to extend the soldier until a determination is received.
