JUMPMASTER INSTRUCTOR


One of the many responsibilities of the Jumpmaster prior to conducting mock door training is to discuss and ensure that all jumpers understand the SARJE briefing. Prior to loading the mock door, demonstrate proper static line control and proper exit procedures.

STATIC LINE/UNIVERSAL STATIC LINE CONTROL AND PROPER EXIT: The static line/universal static line must be held in the hand corresponding to the paratroop door being exited (i.e. right paratroop door, right hand) with a bight that should have four inches in the hand and two inches below the hand, held at eye level with the elbow help high. The foot next to the skin of the aircraft is the shuffle foot; the foot closest to the inside of the aircraft is the trail foot. Once the jumpmaster issues the number one jumper the jump command of “STAND BY”; the number one jumper will make sure he has eye-to-eye contact with the safety and will hand him his static line/universal static line. You will then step off with your trail foot as if marching, pivot, and place the lead foot on the jump platform. On the command of “GO” you will step off vigorously with your trail foot. Once the number one jumper exits, everyone else will lock their elbow out in front of them to maintain that good one second interval. Once you bisect the lead edge of the paratroop door, make sure you have eye-to-eye contact with the safety and hand him your static line/universal static line.

ACTIVATION OF THE RESERVE PARACHUTE: If the paratroop doors are closed regardless of where you are sitting, if your reserve parachute activates, gather it up and get the attention of the safety. The safety will issue you a new reserve parachute. If the paratroop doors are open and you are aft from the wheel well towards the paratroop door on the C130 or center mass aft towards the paratroop door on a C141B, C17, and your reserve parachute activates, every one must make an attempt to smother it. If you can not smother it and it starts snaking towards the paratroop door you and everyone in front of you on that anchor line cable needs to beat that reserve parachute out of the paratroop door. If you are from the wheel well forward towards the pilot compartment on a C130 or center mass forward on a C141B/C17 and your reserve parachute activates, attempt to smother it and get the attention of the safety. The paratroop doors will be closed and the safety will issue you a new reserve parachute. 

RED LIGHT PROCEDURES: If the red light comes on it does not necessarily means that you have run out of drop zone. There might be low flying aircraft below your aircraft or rotary wing aircraft on the drop zone, or there could be a hazard on the drop zone. The jumpmaster will not physically try to stop you.  They will put their lead hand up and say “RED LIGHT”, three times. Everyone that hears the command must echo that command so the jumpers in the forward portion of the aircraft know that they are not exiting because the red light is on. Remember, if you bisect the lead edge of the paratroop door and attempt to exit, no one will physically try to stop you, you are on your own.

JUMP REFUSUALS: If you get to the paratroop door and decide not to exit you will be told, “GO” three times. If you do not exit on the third time the jumpmaster will grab you by the sides of your pack tray, and remove you from the paratroop door, seat you on the ramp of the aircraft and tell you “you are a jump refusal, do not touch your equipment”. This is a direct order that must be adhered to regardless of your rank. If there is still green light left the jumpmaster will continue to exit jumpers. Once the paratroop doors are closed, the jumpmaster will move you towards the forward portion of the aircraft, sit you down and once again tell you “you are a jump refusal, do not touch your equipment”. 

When the aircraft arrives at the departure airfield the safeties will take you to the DACO. The DACO will JMPI the jump refusal, a current and qualified parachute rigger will conduct a technical inspection of the jumper’s equipment. The safeties, DACO, and the parachute rigger will write statements. If there is something wrong with the jumpers equipment he made the right decision, if there is nothing wrong with the jumper’s equipment he will be turned over to his chain of command for appropriate action.

This article is designed to assist, familiarize, and refresh jumpmasters with the time line, duties, and responsibilities of the jumpmaster team when performing airborne operations utilizing army aircraft. Division units may conduct army aircraft operations however, you must have written consent from the Division Commander and only division assets may be used.

Army aircraft are primarily used for small unit operations and proficiency jumps. The duties and responsibilities of the jumpmaster team on army aircraft are similar to those on Air Force aircraft, however there are a few minor differences.

A request for aircraft support must be submitted to the Aviation Brigade NLT 10 working days prior to the airborne operation. The jumpmaster pilot brief must be conducted 24 hours prior to the scheduled airborne operation, the responsible unit commander and the aviation unit commander or their designated representatives must be present. During this briefing all aviation procedures with respect to the airborne operation will be discussed, as well as any arrangement for special details.

The individual in-charge of the drop zone must be pathfinder qualified and thoroughly familiar with the drop zone and the surrounding area.

When performing jumpmaster duties using a CH-47 Chinook the primary jumpmaster has the option of jumping or being a static jumpmaster.  If the jumpmaster is a jumping jumpmaster a static safety must be onboard and the jumpmaster will be the #1 jumper. If the UH-60 Blackhawk is utilized the jumpmaster will always be a static jumpmaster.  Unfortunately, jumpmaster duties on army aircraft do not count for currency. 

The CH-47 Chinook is capable of transporting 28 fully combat equipped jumpers to the drop zone. The UH-60 Blackhawk while capable of transporting 8 fully combat equipped jumpers to the drop zone, the maximum number authorized in the 82d Abn Div is 6. 

It is highly suggested to inspect the aircraft prior to the airborne operation to ensure it has been properly prepared. The exit doors on the UH-60 Blackhawk must be thoughorally padded and taped; it must also be properly fitted with a modified anchor line cable.  The modified anchor line cable will be constructed of a A7a cargo strap, 4 ea. Connector snaps complete with safety wire and lanyard, and 6 heavy duty D-rings.

During sustained airborne training and mock door training it is very important that the jumpmaster team reiterate the importance of rip cord grip awareness and the extended 6 thousand count, as well as the proper method to approach and exit the aircraft.

Airborne operations utilizing army aircraft can be fun, exciting, and a great morale booster for a unit’s soldiers. However, to minimize the risk and chances for injury, all personnel involved, especially members of the jumpmaster team, should thoroughly review the 82nd Abn Div ASOP chapters 4, 13 and 18.

Air Movement Operations Instructor



When preparing to move an army unit using Air Force aircraft the UMO or AMCO must first do a substantial amount of fact finding and research to prevent problems and delays at the departure airfield.  What must be done first is to identify the equipment that will be transported.  This includes all vehicles, secondary cargo, support equipment, and any hazardous materials.  The next step is to review available references to determine the best method for shipping these items.  The references that are available include but are not limited to FM 55-12, The 82d Airborne Division RSOP, and TM 38-250.  If there are questions that are not answered by these references the AMO Committee or the inspectors at 3 APS can provide you with assistance.  Once the research has been completed and the method of shipping has been determined the packaging and loading can begin.   

When shipping vehicles there are many considerations to take into account.  The secondary cargo must be properly packaged, loaded, and documented.  Hazardous material must be marked and labeled in accordance with TM 38-250.  Hazardous material must be placed in the cargo compartment where it is visible from outside of the load and accessible by the aircrew once the vehicle has been secured inside of the aircraft.  Other secondary cargo must be loaded and secured utilizing one of the methods described in the 82d Airborne Division RSOP.  The vehicle must have a fire extinguisher.  The preferred method of securing the fire extinguisher is in its designed rack.  However, the designed rack must be serviceable and secured with an additional turn of type II or type III nylon cord gutted.  If the designed rack is unserviceable the fire extinguisher must be placed in a strong outer box that is properly marked and labeled with cushioning material present.  An example is a six-sided wooden box. Vehicle documentation must be properly completed.  In addition to the documents listed in the vehicle inspection checklist, found in Annex A, Chapter 4, of the 82d Airborne Division RSOP, all hazardous material must be certified using the Shippers Declaration for Dangerous Goods (SDDG).  The SDDG must be completed in accordance with Attachment 17 of TM 38-250.  The LOGMAR or Military Shipping Label must be placed on the vehicle prior to the joint inspection.  To ensure no delays at the departure airfield a current and qualified unit AMCO needs to inspect the vehicle prior to reporting to the A/DACG utilizing the Vehicle Inspection Checklist.

Equipment that will be shipped utilizing a 463L pallet or in an ISU 90 Conex must be prepared, packaged, and documented.  Any potential hazardous materials must be referenced using the Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS).  After a proper shipping name has been determined it will be referenced to the hazardous materials items listing in TM 38-250 for the appropriate packaging, marking, and labeling requirements.  Once the hazardous material has been certified it may be loaded.  As with vehicle loading, hazardous material placed on a 463L pallet must be in the load where it is visible and accessible by the aircrew while in flight.  Hazardous material may not be shipped in an ISU 90 Conex unless the Conex has side accessibility panels that would allow the aircrew to access the hazards while in flight.  Exceptions to this are items listed in paragraph 1.13.1, of TM 38-250.  Hazardous material must be annotated on a SDDG in accordance with TM 38-250.  Prior to the cargo shipment reporting to the A/DACG it must be inspected by a current and qualified AMCO.  The LOGMAR or Military Shipping Label must also be placed on the load prior to the joint inspection.  

Two forms that may be used by the AMCO as an inspection guide are DD Form  2133 Joint Inspection Record and AMC Form 1015 Hazmat Inspection and Acceptance Checklist.  The AMCO is not required to complete these forms but if used it will better prepare the shipper for the actual joint inspection.

It is imperative that unit AMCO’s properly prepare all vehicles and equipment for air movement.  Proper planning and preparation will allow the unit to move through the inspection process with no delays at the departure airfield.
