PRACTICAL WORK IN THE AIRCRAFT:

COMMANDER’S RESPONSIBILITIES

A New Practical Work in The Aircraft procedure will become effective immediately in order to standardize the procedures throughout the Airborne Community for airborne operations involving C-130, C-141 aircraft and the C-17.
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      RIGHT PARATROOP DOOR

It is every Commander’s responsibility to ensure that all Jumpmasters thoroughly understand these newly implemented procedures. This includes time for demonstrations and practical applications under the Commander’s and Master Jumpmaster’s supervision until the paratroop door procedures are executed to standard. 

It is critical that there be no confusion in the Jumpmaster’s mind as to how they will conduct practical work in the aircraft (PWAC).

Commanders need to ensure that all Jumpmasters adhere to the following procedures:

1. JM’s fully understand when conducting Jump Platform Checks on a C-130 or C-141B (only) the JM’s needs to ensure they utilizes the letters “LTCT”; LEAD, TRAIL, CENTER and TRACE.

2. JM’s are aware when conducting the “Initial clear-to-the-rear”, they will lean far enough outside the aircraft to confirm there are safe conditions to exit. Once coming back inside the aircraft the JM’s will still check the jumpers and safety after initial clear-to-the-rear. 

3. JM’s must understand when they are in the clear to rear posture on the right paratroop door, the JM’s will not collapse their right elbow with the left arm locked, and on the left paratroop door, the JM’s will not collapse their left elbow with the right arm locked when coming back inside the aircraft.

4. JM’s understand they may lock their elbows, if deemed necessary, to properly conduct outside safety checks, or when checking for towed jumpers.

5. JM’s are fully aware that after identifying their 1-minute reference point, they will issue the 1-minute time warning to the jumpers with the lead hand. After that they will not conduct a clear-to-the-rear after 1 minute.

6. JM’s must understand once the 30-second reference point is identified, they will immediately make the final clear-to-the-rear. Ensuring that they will lean far enough outside the aircraft to conduct the final clear-to-the-rear. 

* NOTE*

JM’s there is no 30-second hand and arm signal.

7. JM’s are aware that after conducting the final clear-to-the-rear they must take one step back with the trail foot prior to rotating back inside the aircraft.  Thus removing the trail foot from the jump platform and then rotating inside and give the “thumbs up” to the JM on the opposite paratroop door.

8. For JM’s performing door procedures on the C-17 the door checks remain the same, but they will only conduct two safety checks. One clear-to-the-rear will be done at the initial paratroop door check and the final clear-to-the-rear will be done after identifying the 30-second reference point. 

9.  Safeties must be aware that they may need to lock their elbows, if deemed necessary, to properly conduct a towed jumper checks.

All commanders must ensure that all Jumpmasters use all training resources provided for them and they adhere to all procedures prior to all airborne operations.

PRACTICAL WORK IN THE ARICRAFT: JUMPMASTER RESPONSIBILITES

Jumpmasters must implement the new practical work in the aircraft procedures immediately. These procedures will affect the way Jumpmasters conduct paratroop door and safety checks for the C-130, C-141 and the C-17 aircraft. These will standardize the procedures throughout the Airborne Community for airborne operations.
          Jumpmasters must fully understand, the procedures that will be performed by them prior to conducting an airborne operation. The Commander or the Master Jumpmaster should evaluate these procedures prior to executing them for the first time. The practical application by the Jumpmaster must be done until the paratroop door procedures are executed to standard.

When conducting Jump Platform checks 

on the C-130 or the C-141B aircraft the JM’s needs to ensure they utilizes the letters “LTCT”; LEAD, TRAIL, CENTER, and TRACE as demonstrated below:

          When on the left paratroop door, Jumpmasters, with the lead foot, will kick the lead down-lock, then place their foot back inside the aircraft. As shown below:

Jumpmasters will then kick the Trail Down lock with the trail foot and then place it on the center of the jump platform. As shown below:

Jumpmasters will then conduct their normal trace of the trail edge of the paratroop door with their trail hand.



Upon completion of the inspection of the trail edge of the paratroop door, JM’s must now begin to conduct the first of TWO clears-to-the-rear: the  “Initial Clear-to-the-rear”. They will lean far enough outside the aircraft to confirm that there are safe conditions for jumpers to exit. Once back inside the aircraft the JM’s will still check the jumpers and safety after the initial clear-to-the-rear.

Jumpmasters must understand when you are in the clear-to-rear posture on the right paratroop door, the Jumpmasters will not collapse their right elbow while the left arm is locked, and on the left paratroop door, the Jumpmasters will not collapse their left elbow while the right arm is locked. As shown Below:

       Once the 1-minute reference point is identified, the JM’s will issue the 1-minute time warning to the jumpers, with the lead hand. JM’s will not conduct a clear- to- the–rear after identifying their 1-minute reference point. JM’s will then take up a rest position and wait for the 30-second reference point.

       Once the 30-second reference point is identified, the JM’s will immediately make the final clear-to-the-rear. Ensuring that they will lean far enough outside the aircraft to conduct the final clear-to-the-rear.

JM’s must understand that after conducting the final clear-to-the-rear they must take one step back with the trail foot prior to rotating back inside the aircraft.  Thus removing the trail foot from the jump platform and then rotating inside and give the “thumbs up” to the JM on the opposite paratroop door. As shown below:

JM’s the procedure below is the incorrect way of rotating inside the aircraft. The trail foot cannot remain on the jump platform.

JM’s must understand and practice these procedures prior to performing door procedures on the C-17. The door checks remain the same, but they will only conduct two safety checks. One clear- to- the- rear will be done at the initial paratroop door check and the final door check will be done after identifying the 30-second reference point. 

* Safeties must be aware that they may lock their elbows, if deemed necessary, to properly conduct towed jumper checks. *
