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	PARACHUTIST DROP BAG PROCEDURES: SPECIAL ITEMS OF EQUIPMENT



     The parachutist drop bag (PDB) can be utilized in a similar manner to the harness single point release when attaching and lowering special items of equipment. The stinger missile jump pack, dragon missile jump pack, and AT-4 missile jump pack may be rigged to be jumped and lowered as a tandem load. 


To utilize the PDB with the AT-4 missile jump pack,  assemble the PDB in it’s normal configuration, utilizing the Modified Hook Pile Tape Lowering Line. Ensure the ejector snap of the Modified Hook Pile Tape Lowering Line  is protruding from the left edge of the PDB retainer flap.
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     To properly route the modified hook pile tape lowering line through the AT-4 missile jump pack, route the ejector snap  through the D-ring on the AT-4 missile jump pack, through the upper chape loop and then through the permantly sewn D-ring on the launcher forward end bridle.
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     To utilize the PDB with the Dragon Missile Jump pack, assemble the PDB in it’s normal configuration, utilizing the Modified Hook Pile Tape Lowering Line and the Lowering Line Attatchment Strap. Girth hitch the lowering line attachment strap to the accessory attaching ring. Then route the accessory attaching ring through two retainer bands located above the PDB retainer flap and then through the V-ring. The modified hook pile tape lowering line will then be girth hitched to the lowering line attatchment strap. Then place the lowering line attatchment strap in the PDB retainer flap. Then secure the S-Folds of the Modified Hook Pile Tape Lowering Line into the retainer flaps and secure them to the PDB utilizing the two retainer bands already secured to the PDB.
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     The rigging procedures for the Modified Dragon Missile Jump Pack are identical to AT-4 Jump Pack when used as a tandem load with the PDB.

     To utilize the PDB with the stinger missile jump pack, assemble the PDB in it’s normal configuration. Route the ejector snap of the hook pile tape lowering line through the D-ring on the Stinger Missile Jump Pack.      
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     The quarter inch cotton webbing utilized to assist in lowering the combat equipment will be tied using a non-slip knot below the release handle just above the release handle cable. Then route the quarter inch cotton webbing through the vertical equipment hangar on the PDB then to the carrying handle on the Stinger Missile Jump Pack.
