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	Rigging The Radio/Trauma Assault Pack

Jumpers have been reporting to the Departure Airfield with the Radio/ Trauma Assault Pack.  There has been a misunderstanding of the type of Radio/Trauma Assault Pack that may be used for jumping in the 82D Airborne Division. There are 3 different types of Radio/Trauma Assault Packs; made by the London Bridge Company, Models LBT-1476, LBT 1476A and the LBT-1476H.  The LBT-1476H is the only model Radio/Trauma Assault Pack that is authorized for jumping in the 82D Airborne Division.                                              

The Rigging Procedure for the Radio/Trauma  Assault Pack requires 2 18” D-ring attaching straps. The 18” D-ring attaching straps will be attached to the appropriate friction adapter, with a quick release, on the top of the Radio/Trauma Assault Pack. (See Figure1 bELOW)

The free running ends of the D-ring attaching straps will not be secured together with masking tape or retainer bands.  

The shoulder carrying straps will be tightened down and the free running ends will be S-Folded, in the same manner utilized when rigging the ALICE pack, and secured with masking tape or retainer bands.  The shoulder carrying straps will not be routed around the jumper’s legs.  

The Hook Pile Tape (HPT) Lowering Line will be attached to the permanently sewn X configuration on the rear of the assault pack.(See Figure 2 BELOW)

Route the looped end HPT Lowering Line from top to bottom or bottom to top under the X configuration and form a girth hitch, in the same manner as on the ALICE Pack. Then girth hitch two retainer bands to the vertical equipment hangers on the left side of the Radio/Trauma  Assault Pack for the HPT Lowering Line.

A sufficient length of ¼ inch cotton webbing will be girth hitched to the tie-down loops on the side of the Radio/Trauma  Assault pack. When exiting the right paratroop door the ¼ inch cotton webbing will be girth hitched to the left side of the Radio/Trauma Assault pack. (see figure 3)

When exiting the left paratroop door the ¼ inch cotton webbing will be girth hitched on the right side of the Radio/Trauma Assault pack. (See Figure 4 Below)

The Radio/Trauma Assault Pack will be attached to the D-Rings on the T10D Main Parachute in the same manner as the ALICE Pack as outlined in the 82D ABN DIV ASOP Edition VI, Chapter 9. 

When exiting the left paratroop door the ¼ inch cotton webbing will be routed around the jumpers right leg and be tied with a double loop bow knot in an easily accessible location, the Lower Tie Down Strap of the M1950 Weapons Case will be utilized on the jumpers left leg. When exiting the right paratroop door the ¼ inch cotton webbing will be routed around the jumpers left leg and the M1950 weapons Case and tied on the lead edge of the M1950 Weapons Case with a single or double loop bowknot.

The Radio/Trauma Assault Pack will always be rigged to be jumped and lowered as a tandem load, however it is the jumper’s discretion to land with or lower this item of equipment. 

	The Complete Malfunction

 It’s an event that nobody wants to witness, but the fact of the matter is malfunctions do occur.  Since they thankfully occur so seldom, most jumpmasters will never encounter one.  However, regardless of what your role is on the Jumpmaster team, you must be able to react quickly and confidently.  Doing this begins by being sure of your responsibilities. 

The following is a discussion of what members of the jumpmaster team at the departure airfield, on the aircraft, and on the drop zone should and must do to save lives and prevent malfunctions. The number one priority for all personnel involved in the event of a complete personnel malfunction is medical aid. The 82D Airborne Division ASOP states, “The needs of the patient come before preserving the accident site.”  All members of the team should keep this in mind while performing all duties involved.

The first place a complete malfunction may be apparent is in the aircraft.  For instance, a failure to hook up, a broken Universal Static Line, or a broken anchor line cable should be immediately obvious to the Safety and Jumpmaster on that paratroop door.  

If any of the above occur, immediately stop subsequent jumpers and have the aircrew relay the situation to the drop zone.  It is the responsibility of the Safety or Primary Jumpmaster still on-board the aircraft to preserve the accident site as much as possible.  

Pull in the deployment bags if applicable and leave all equipment untouched until contacted by a member of the investigating team.  If a determination can be made at the time, isolate involved jumpers from those uninvolved to the maximum extent possible.             

Remain on the aircraft until released by the Ground Liaison Officer (GLO) or the Airlift Control Element Duty NCO.

For any complete malfunction, personnel on the drop zone should be immediately aware.  If performing duties of the DZSO/DZSTL, your first concern should be the dispatching of medical personnel to the site.

  Once this has been accomplished, ensure the Malfunctions Officer (MO) is aware of the situation and moving to the jumper.  If personnel are available on your Drop Zone Support Team, consider turning a sufficient number of them over to the MO to help secure the investigation area. 

Before you release them, make sure they understand the malfunctions officer is in charge of the site and the priorities of work:
1.Medical Aid

2.Accident Investigation

3.Ground Tactical Plan

Clarify that their role is to maintain an outer perimeter to allow the investigation to be conducted.  They need not know the details or require direct observation of the accident site.  The only authorized personnel at the accident site are the medical coverage team, Malfunctions Officer, photographer, and the DZSO.  This also marks the beginning of the information-gathering phase for the Flash Report.  

Timeliness of this report is critical and the initial report needs to get out ASAP.  It is relayed to the DACO and interim reports should follow as information becomes available.  In the event of a personnel parachute malfunction, the final Flash Report will include the door and stick position of the paratrooper involved, an SIR, the Off DZ Strike Report, Red Light Exit Report, Static Line Injury Report, and the Drop Zone Malfunction Checklist.  As DZSO/DZSTL, your primary concerns for the duration of your duty should be facilitating the investigation and the gathering and relaying information to the DACO.

Once notified of the incident, the DACO will immediately forward the information to the Division G-3 and the GLO.  The GLO will notify the aircrew and safeties of any pertinent information such as deployment bag serial number and the safeties will facilitate the investigation by securing any necessary equipment. 

For home station operations, equipment involved should be left undisturbed and personnel should remain on the aircraft.  Be aware, however, that for off-post training operations, the DACO and safeties may become members of the custody chain for items of equipment that cannot physically be secured by investigating officer.  If this becomes the case, care for the items by restricting contact and preventing tampering.

 Keep in mind that the highest priority after medical aid is the preservation of the accident site.  Fellow jumpers should be aware that they need to let medical personnel and investigating officers do their jobs unhindered.

The quality and speed with which we do our work following a malfunction increases the accuracy of the investigation and decreases the likelihood of repetition.

All students must enter Pope Airforce Base from the Reilly road or Armistead Rd Gate; The Airborne gate located near the A/DACG is no longer available for POV traffic. 

TDY students or students with otherwise unregistered vehicles must go through the visitor center, building 110, at the Reilly road gate to gain access to Pope Airforce Base, tel. # (910) 394-3700/4569. (SEE FIGURE 2 BELOW)

They must have an ID card, vehicle registration, and proof of insurance in their possession to be issued a Pope Form 14. Civilian students must bring the aforementioned documents, but must also have the schools phone numbers in their possession. 
They will be issued a one-day pass for the first day. Once they are in the course their names will be placed on a memorandum with which they can get a pass for the duration of the course. The bottom line is that all students should allow time for delays in getting to school.
