MEMORANDUM FOR All soldiers assigned and attached to the 313th Military Intelligence Battalion

SUBJECT:  313th Military Intelligence Battalion Redeployment Guidance for Operation Iraqi Freedom

1.  References.

a.  AR 600-8-10, dated July 1994

2.  Purpose.  To provide guidance regarding emergency leave and PCS considerations for soldiers deployed in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom.

3.  Rules to request emergency leave.

a. Soldiers may request emergency leave with American Red Cross verification.

b. Soldiers may be authorized up to 30 days for emergency situations within the immediate family.

c. Jammer 6 is the approval authority for all emergency leaves and redeployments.

d. The immediate family includes the following family members of either the soldier or the soldier’s spouse:

(1) Parents, including stepparents.

(2) Spouse.

(3) Son/daughter to include stepchildren

(4) Sisters, including stepsisters.

(5) Brothers, including stepbrothers.

(6) Only living blood relative.

(7) Loco parentis – a person that stood in place of a parent to the soldier of the soldier’s spouse for 24 hours a day, for at least a 5-year period before the soldier or the soldier’s spouse became 21 years of age.

4.  Guidelines for granting emergency leave.

(1)  When the soldier’s presence will contribute to the welfare of a terminally ill family member (death expected within 30 days).

(2)  Death of an immediate family member

(3) For serious situation involving accidents, illness, or major surgery that cannot be postponed due to the urgency of the medical condition.

(4) Childbirth complications – Married soldiers (only if life-threatening situation exists for child or mother).

*Note:  Emergency leave will not be granted for normal pregnancies.

5.  PCS/ETS considerations.  All soldiers with approved PCS/ETS dates will redeploy on or about but NTL 60 days prior to their scheduled PCS/ETS date.
