MEMORANDUM FOR  
SUBJECT  Fort Bragg Sports Program, Intramural Golf
1. Reference.  Army Regulation 215-2, 10 October 1990, Morale, Welfare and Recreation Update #16.

2. Purpose.  To provide policies and procedures to assist commanders, ASC, and A&R personnel with the implementation of the 2002 Post Intramural Golf Season

3. General.

a. The 2002 Post Intramural Golf season will be conducted 15 April – 15 June at Stryker and Ryder golf courses. Deadline for entry is 10 April, 2002.

b. Play will begin at 1400 each Tuesday within that time frame.

c. All active duty military ID card holders are eligible to compete.

d. Units will compete at Battalion level and may consist of both men and women.   Rosters will be open to anybody within the Battalion and must be confirmed by First Sergeant or above . Team play will be limited to 4 participants per match.  All team members must be assigned to the respective unit for which they are playing.

e. Golfers will be split each match into 2 groups of 72 each that will be playing either Stryker or Ryder golf course.  Golfers will be informed prior to that week’s competition of where they are playing.  Play will continue for an 8-week period.  Each team must compete a minimum of 6 matchs.    

f. Active duty personnel who are assigned or attached to Fort Bragg and are current golf members will not be required to pay green fees.  Summary of fees is as follows:

(1) Active duty personnel who are current golf members who walk – no charge.

(2) Green fees for all other eligible participants - $3.00 per day.

(3) Cart use for all personnel (optional) - $5.00 per day per rider.

4. Tournament Procedures.

a. Competition will be conducted as a 2-person scramble (2 teams per unit) and will be conducted in accordance with United States Golf Association rules with the exception of local modifications.  Local modifications will be provided each participant prior to the start of play. Play for each match will consist of  9 holes. 

b. Tee times will be posted at both golf courses prior to each match’s competition.  Participants not present at their scheduled tee times will be disqualified for that match’s competition.

c. Total low score for the teams will determine each week’s and the final rankings of all teams competing. 

d. Tee times and pairings will be e-mailed to Sergeants Major  NLT  Friday prior to next week’s match. 

e. Teams will be allowed to make substitutions prior to beginning play each week.  However, substitutions must be selected from the roster submitted. 

f. Make-up matches will be played on Thursdays or any day that is pre-arraigned with host professional.  No matches will be allowed on Fridays, weekends, or holidays.

5. Awards.

a. Commander’s Cup points will be awarded as follows:

(1) Battalions will receive 100 points for each team that participates.

(2) Points will be awarded based upon final team standings:  1st place – 300 points; 2nd place – 250 points; 3rd place – 200 points; 4th place – 150 points; 5th place – 100 points; and 6th place – 50 points.

b. Individual awards will be presented to members of the first and second place teams.
