MEMORANDUM FOR

ATHLETIC AND RECREATION (A&R) PERSONNEL

SUBJECT:  Fort Bragg Sports Program, 2002 Fort Bragg Post Intramural Tennis Tournament     

1.  Reference Army Regulation 215-2, 10 October 1990, Morale, Welfare and Recreation Update #16.

2.  Purpose.  To provide policies and procedures to assist ASCs and A&R personnel with the implementation of the 2002 Fort Bragg Post Intramural Tennis Tournament.    

3.  General.

    a.  The 2001 Fort Bragg Post Intramural Tennis Tournament will be conducted 17-19 May, Fort Bragg Officers’ Club Tennis Facility. Competition will begin at 1715 on 17 May.

    b.  This event is open to active duty military personnel and their family members ages 18 and older; military retirees and their family members ages 18 and older (with ID cards); reservists; and DA civilians.

    c.  Singles and doubles competitions will be conducted in various age divisions and skill classifications for both men and women:  

        (1)  Singles competitions will be conducted in men’s, men’s 35 and older, and women’s divisions with “A” (advanced), “B” (intermediate), and “C” (novice) classifications for each division.

        (2)  Doubles competitions will be conducted in men’s, women’s and mixed divisions with “A” and “B” classifications for each division.

    d.  There must be a minimum of four entries in a classification to conduct a competition.  Divisions/classifications may be combined in order to accommodate all registrants.

    e.  Entry forms are available at all Fort Bragg PFCs, the Fort Bragg Sports Office, and the officers’ Club Tennis Facility.  Completed entry forms must be submitted to any of these locations NLT 1200, 15 May.

    f.  The tournament scheduled will be posted at the aforementioned locations NLT 1600, 16 May.
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4.  Rules.

    a.  Current United States Tennis Association rules and local amendments will govern play.

    b.  All matches will be the best 2 out 3 sets using add scoring; the 12-point tiebreaker will be in effect for all sets.

    c.  Match time is forfeit time.  EXCEPTION: for the first matches scheduled on each day, a 5-minute grace period will be granted.  Participants will be given a 5-minute warm-up period.

    d.  Late registrants will be permitted in the event of a forfeit.  Late registrants will be accepted on a first-come, first-served basis.

    e.  Personnel who have previously won a Fort Bragg Intramural Tennis Tournament in either a “B” or “C” classification (singles) or “B” classification (doubles) will be required to move up to the next classification.  “A” players must compete in “A” doubles regardless of their partner’s skill level.

5.  Awards will be presented to the 1st and 2nd place finishers in each division.
