MEMORANDUM FOR

AREA SPORTS COORDINATORS (ASC)

ATHLETIC AND RECREATION (A&R) PERSONNEL

SUBJECT:  Fort Bragg Sports Program, 2001 Early Bird Basketball Tournament

1.  Reference.  Army Regulation 215-2, 10 October 1990, Morale, Welfare, and Recreation Update #16.

2.  Purpose.  To provide policies and procedures to assist ASCs and A&R personnel with the implementation of the Fort Bragg 2001 Early Bird Basketball Tournament to be conducted 16-18 November at various post facilities.

3.  General.

    a.  Player eligibility.

        (1)  All military/government ID card holders ages 18 and older are eligible to participate.  Participants will be required to present their ID card prior to participating.

        (2)  If a protest results from the alleged use of an illegal player, and the protest is upheld, the offending team will be eliminated from the tournament. 

        (3)  Once a player starts with a team, he/she must remain with that team during the entire tournament. 

    b.  Team rosters.

        (1)  In order to participate, personnel must be identified on the team roster.  Use of a non-listed player will be considered use of an illegal player and therefore constitute team elimination from the tournament.

        (b)  Team rosters must be submitted at the pretournament organizational meeting scheduled for 15 November, 1130, Lee PFC. Team rosters are limited to 14 members to include any coaches.  Roster revisions will not be permitted after the first game.

    c.  Protests.  Player eligibility will be the only grounds for protests.  Regarding misapplication of rules, teams will be required to follow the correctable error procedure as outlined in the rule book.
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4.  Rules.  Current National Federation of State High School Associations rules and the following amendments will govern all play.

    a.  The game will consist of two 20-minute halves which will be running time except for the last minute of each half.  During the last  minute, the clock will operate in accordance with official rules.  During running time, the clock will be stopped exclusively for officials' time-outs and team time-outs.

    b.  Teams will be allowed three time-outs per game and may not take more than two time-outs during the second half of play. Time-outs will be 60-seconds in duration.

    c.  The 35-second shot clock will not be in effect.

    d.  During free throws, players may enter the lane after the ball is released from the shooter’s hand.

    e.  Court shoes must be worn by all participants.

    f.  Line-ups are to be submitted to the Official Scorer 10-minutes prior to game time.  Noncompliance will result in a technical foul.

    g.  The half-time rest period will be five minutes in duration.

    h.  Overtime periods will be three minutes in duration which will be running time except for the last minute of play when the clock will stop in accordance with official rules.

    i.  Units are responsible for providing their own jerseys or shirts, with numbers, to be of the same color.  A limited number of mesh jerseys are available in each PFC.

    j.  Game time is forfeit time.

    k.  Consumption of alcoholic beverages or drugs by team members is prohibited before or during games.

    l.  Any player or coach who is ejected from a game, will be suspended for one game and thus be ineligible to participate in the next game which his team plays.  Any player or coach who intentionally makes physical contact with an official or Sports 
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Branch representative, will be subject to suspension from the Fort Bragg Sports Program for an indefinite period.  Such an 

occurrence will be investigated by this headquarters and facts pertaining to the incident will be forwarded to the Garrison Commander for review.

5.  Awards.  Sports Section will provide awards for first and second place teams.
