  We’ve had several new initiatives that will improve both the training and logistical readiness of the corps.  This quarter, we will conduct 63J training.  We are sponsoring this training as a means of fixing the often below DA standard maintenance posture of the M17LDS.  We are also sponsoring TEU training for selected individuals in the corps.  This should aid our NBC planners on integrating this valuable asset when available.  We are conducting JWARN Block 1D training in Dec 02.  The new version will become the corps standard once trained.  As with anything new, there are a few bugs to work out (compatibility with MCS-L) but we are working through the issues as we confront them.  We have developed a 2-day NBC course whose purpose is to train 54B10s in how to run an NBC room.  We are in the final stages of completing this and should have our first course the 2d QTR, FY03.  Corps Chemical will be sponsoring an NBC Room of the Quarter beginning 2d QTR, FY03.The idea is to conduct this quarterly for the enablers and semi-annually for the entire corps.  My inspectors will travel to other posts to inspect the best NBC room in that MSC with the overall winner chosen for the corps.





  As you can see, we are trying our best to provide the means necessary to provide the mediums by which you can ensure your units are CBRN trained and ready.  The upcoming quarter will offer plenty of opportunities for our young Dragon Soldiers to excel.  We are interested in your ideas on how to improve the corps’ readiness .  Please send me your ideas and thoughts and lets see how we can all ensure the corps CBRN readiness is the deterrent it should be.

CDE EQUIPMENT WIPE TESTING REQUIREMENTS:


M22 ACADA:





  Annual wipe testing and direct support maintenance wipe tests are no longer required for the M22 ACADA.  Wipe tests are only required when depot level maintenance is performed, specifically when the cell module is replaced.





M43A1 and CAM/ICAM:





  Wipe testing requirements have not changed.








LOGISTICAL NOTES:





M17 MAINTENANCE – Operate your M17s for at least one hour monthly, heating water for at least 15 minutes of that hour.  Also, run gasoline in your M17s for at least the last 15 minutes, preferably the whole hour. IAW an M17 Maintenance Advisory Message published this summer, if the M17 does not heat water it is NMC.  Call Corps NBC Logistics if you have any parts problems.





JSLIST REQUESTS – Check ‘em.  Many JSLIST requests come in for differing numbers of tops and bottoms, odd numbers of boots and gloves.  Also, request one woodland and one desert JSLIST.





QUICK-DOFF HOODS – If you draw JSLIST for contingency, you do not need to maintain quick doff hoods.  You should maintain second skins instead.





M272 WATER TEST KIT – Shelf Life extended to 72 months from DOM (date of manufacture)





ZIP TIE AND PMCS CARD M40 MWO – Requires the placement of a zip tie to preclude separation of the silicone rubber from the Outlet Valve Housing.  It also requires the storage of PMCS cards in the mask carrier.  Contact Corps NBC Logistics with the number of zip ties and PMCS cards needed if you have not completed this MWO.  The MWO is available at the Corps NBC Logistics Web Site.





M11/M13 MAINTENANCE – Clean the threads and put grease on the M11 top and mouth.  Use rust inhibitor, but be sure to clean it out thoroughly before putting any HTH or STB slurry, or DF200 Foam into your M11.  The army is working on a modification to the M13 to facilitate pouring foam or other decontaminate into the black plastic training can.  In preparation for this, ensure that your hoses and hand pump are in good working order.





CAM, M8A1, IM-93 – If you still have these items, they are no longer on your MTOE and you have the replacement item (ICAM, M22 ACADA, UDR-13) then turn them in.  If you need assistance call Corps NBC Logistics.





HARD TO FIT MASKS – Before identifying a soldier as a hard to fit mask size, try to fit the M40 with a skull cap head harness 4240-01-390-3057 ($10.98).  NBC rooms should keep several of these on hand.
