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WEAPONS AND AMMUNITION CONTROL AND PROHIBITED ITEMS

1.  XVIII Airborne Corps and Fort Bragg Regulation 190-12, 13 August

1997, is changed as follows:


a.  Remove existing paragraph 6 and insert new paragraph 6.


b.  Change paragraph 7b, line five to read “building AT-3275…”

2.  File this change in front of publication for reference purposes.
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6.  Transport of Weapons.


a.  Concealed weapons permits do not apply on Fort Bragg.


b.  All small arms will be transported unloaded.  All ammunition

for small arms must be transported in a compartment of the vehicle separate from the area in which the weapon is stored.


c.  Small arms, such as pistols and revolvers, must be unloaded and transported in a compartment of the vehicle that is inaccessible to passengers in the vehicle.  This means the trunk of a passenger car, the back of a truck with a securable cap, or the far rear area of a van or Sport Utility Vehicle.  If these arms are transported in vehicles without a securable, inaccessible compartment (truck with open bay, jeep), then the weapons will be unloaded and transported in open view.  In these instances, the ammunition must be stored separately in the locked glove compartment.


d.  Weapons authorized for hunting on Fort Bragg are described in Fort Bragg Regulation (FB Reg) 420-11, 7 Jun 96, para 2-4.  These weapons may be transported in the passenger compartment of a vehicle as long as they are unloaded and cased, and only while the driver is driving to and from a lawful hunting activity.  As an exception, muzzleloaders may be transported with a round in the chamber as long as the firing cap is removed.


e.  Individuals may transport privately owned weapons (small arms and firearms used for hunting) only in a direct route from the place of authorized storage to hunting areas, target ranges, gun and repair shops, or other places authorized by the unit commander, and return.  Individuals transporting weapons are prohibited from using their vehicles as temporary storage facilities while stopping anywhere on Fort Bragg including the Shoppette, gas station, PX, place of duty, or any other facility on Fort Bragg.


f.  Violations of these transport provisions may result in temporary seizure of the weapon.  Seized weapons may be returned to the rightful owner once the legal requirements for possession and proper transport are met and the evidentiary value of the item is exhausted, as determined by the appropriate attorney in the XVIII Airborne Corps Office of the Staff Judge Advocate.
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
