1.  Purpose.  This policy establishes the approval authority for geographical bachelors assigned to any unit at Fort Bragg to reside

in the barracks.  Installation commanders at all other XVIII Airborne Corps installations (Forts Campbell, Fort Drum, and Fort

Stewart) are encouraged to establish their own local policies.

     a.  The General Court-Martial Convening Authority (GCMCA) for the soldier's unit is the approval authority for a

geographical bachelor to reside in the barracks.  The GCMCA approval authority is vested in the CG, XVIII Airborne Corps; 

CG, 82d Airborne Division; CG, USASOC; and CG, USASFC(A) along the jurisdictional lines drawn in the local supplements 

to AR 27-10 (Military Justice).  The GCMCA may delegate this authority to a General Officer, the Garrison Commander, or the

Chief of Staff.  The approval authority will only approve requests that are consistent with AR 210-50, para 3-2f.  Copies of all

approvals will be forwarded to the Fort Bragg Housing Office for filing.

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SUBJECT:  Approval Authority for Geographical Bachelors to Reside in the Barracks

    b.  Geographical bachelors are those soldiers who are not accompanied by family members for personal reasons.  They are not to be mistaken for soldiers married to soldiers without family members or sponsor personnel, which are those individuals entitled to Basic Allowance for Housing (BAH) differential (DIFF) who are single, divorced, or otherwise required to provide support for at least one other person.  Unaccompanied soldiers married to soldiers on separate tours will be assigned to the barracks on the same basis as unmarried personnel.  Sponsor personnel may reside in the barracks only if bona fide bachelors have been adequately housed, and there are no bona fide bachelors residing off post due to lack of space.

    c.  Requests for geographical bachelors to reside in the barracks will be routed through the soldier's chain of command to the approval authority.  Each commander must provide a recommendation regarding the request.  The request will include appropriately documented information to justify approval of the request.

    d.  This policy does not limit a commander's inherent authority to require soldiers to move into the barracks for command purposes.  A commander, at any level, may require a soldier who is restricted to the unit area as a result of an Article 15 or Court-Martial to reside in the barracks for the duration of the restriction, regardless of the soldier's marital status.  Similarly, soldiers involved in a spouse or child abuse incident, and soldiers who repeatedly cannot be contacted during alerts, may be command directed to move into the barracks, regardless of their marital status.
