RULES FOR COMMUNITY TRASH PICK-UP

1. All household refuse whether placed in refuse containers or placed at the curb must be bagged.  Refuse that is placed at the curb, that is not bagged, will not be picked up.

2. No amount of yard debris  (dirt, rocks, grass clippings, branches, pine bark, Pine straw, etc.) is to be placed inside any type of refuse container.  If any yard debris is present in the container, the refuse contractor will not empty the container.  Yard debris is to be bagged in heavy-duty bags not to exceed a weight of 25 pounds, and must be placed next to the refuse container.  Branches that cannot be bagged must be cut into four (4) foot or smaller sections and tied together.  Limbs over four (4) inches in diameter are to be picked up by the Grounds Maintenance Contractor; residents need to coordinate with that contractor by calling 497-8992 to have these limbs removed.

3. Residents are to break down boxes placed at the curb for pick up.   If any Refuse and/or yard debris is put in a box, the contractor will not pick up those boxes.

4. Refuse containers are to be placed at the curb for pick up on the scheduled day No later than 0630 hours.  Containers must be picked up at the end of your collection day and returned to your quarters.

5. Refuse containers are to be placed on the sidewalk at the street curb.   The Containers should not be placed on the curb at a parking space.  Frequently these spaces are blocked by vehicles and cannot be emptied.  If there is no sidewalk, they should be placed as close as safely possible to the street.  Containers that continue to be placed elsewhere will not be emptied.  This creates an increase in liability and a possible safety hazard.

6. Refuse will not be collected on New Year's Day, July Fourth, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  Refuse will be collected on all other holidays.  For those areas missed due to the holiday, refuse containers should be placed at the curb the following workday prior to 0630 for collection.  The contractor will then have two working days to collect the cans missed due to the holiday.

7. In the case of inclement weather, the contractor has 24 hours to make up missed areas.  The contractor shall work in accordance with the policies for Fort Bragg Civil Service Employees.  For instance, if essential personnel are required to report to work, then the contractor will be working that day also, and will pick up refuse.  If essential personnel do not report due to inclement weather, then the residents must ensure their refuse containers are in place prior to 0630 the next working day.

8. Residents are reminded they may utilize the Fort Bragg Landfill 0700-1530 hours Monday-Friday free of charge, for all types of household refuse and yard debris. The landfill is located off Lamont Street, and may be reached by taking Longstreet to Lamont, turn right and proceed on Lamont street approximately one mile.  The landfill is on the right.

9. Propane tanks, automotive parts, lawnmowers, construction debris  (wood, metal, etc.), and concrete will not be picked up by the refuse contractor. 

10. Residents to keep children clear of the refuse trucks at all times.
