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1.  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this regulation is to prescribe conservation procedures and practices to be followed during periods of hot weather, drought, and high water demands.



2.  GENERAL.  During periods of prolonged hot dry weather, the demand for water often exceeds the production capacity of Fort Bragg's Water Treatment Plant.  Its capacity is currently rated at 10.3 million gallons per day (MGD) as derived from our capability to pump, filter, and distribute water.  When the plant exceeds its capacity, water must be conserved in order to meet the critical needs of the post, to keep the potable water system from being contaminated, and to provide adequate water reserves for fire protection.



3.  APPLICABILITY.  The procedures established herein apply to all users and customers of water treated by Fort Bragg.



4.  WATER CONSERVATION PROCEDURES AND CONDITIONS.  Three water conservation conditions, GREEN, AMBER, AND RED, are used to describe the water conservation effort.



	a.  GREEN Condition.  Under GREEN condition normal routine water conservation practices are followed.  Green is in effect when water production is within the plant's rated capacity of 10 million gallons per day.



	b.  AMBER Condition.  Only restricted and scheduled lawn watering, irrigation, and vehicle washing are permitted under the AMBER condition.  Amber is in effect when water production exceeds the plant's rated capacity, and up to 14 MGD.  The schedule of permitted watering is contained in Appendix A.  



	c.  RED Condition.  Under the RED condition, NO lawn watering, irrigation, or vehicle washing is permitted.  Red is in effect when the raw water supply source is inadequate (low flow, contamination, etc.), or production exceeds 14 MGD, or as warranted due to unusual circumstances.



5.  RESPONSIBILITIES.



	a.  The Director of Public Works & Environment is responsible to monitor the water demand trends, determine the water conservation conditions, as described in paragraph 4, and notify the post of changes in conservation conditions.



	b.  Area Commanders are responsible to enforce conservation practices and conditions within their areas.



	c.  Area Commanders will report violations of the water conservation practices in family housing to the Garrison Commander.  Failure of family housing occupants to comply with the conservation measures will be considered 

�cause for removal from Government quarters.
