During the recent Large Package week several deficiencies were noted during inspection of the jumpers individual items of equipment. One of the more noticeable deficiencies was the items placed under the Top Closing Flap of the ALICE pack. 

According to Chapter 9 Edition 6 of the ASOP the only items of equipment that are authorized to be jumped under the top closing flap of the ALICE pack are

1. A maximum of three (3) LAWs; however they must be secured together with masking tape.

[image: image3.wmf]2. The M60 or M240B Machine Gun Tripod; however, the short leg of the tripod will be folded back and secured with one turn of ¼ inch cotton webbing. The tripod will then be placed under the closing flap so the short leg of the tripod is facing into the main compartment of the ALICE pack. The Flex-mount and the T&E mechanism must be removed from the machine gun tripod, they will be padded and taped and placed in the main compartment of the ALICE pack. (See Figure 1 below)

3. The M60 or M240B Machine Gun Spare Barrel Bag.

4. The bedroll. (See Figure 2 below)

5. The 60mm Mortar Aiming Stakes with Case. Secure in place with 1 turn ¼ in. cotton webbing on each end, by routing the ¼ in. cotton webbing through the vertical equipment hanger, then route through the upper or lower adjusting strap on the aiming stake carrier and tie with a single or double loop bow knot. (See Figure 3 below)

Once an item of equipment is properly placed under the top closing flap of the ALICE pack complete rigging the ALICE pack IAW the 82D Airborne Division ASOP Edition IV Chapter 9.  

Properly placing items under the top closing flap of the ALICE pack and properly rigging the ALICE pack will alleviate any delays that may.

As a Jumpmaster and an Airborne Leader it is important to stay proficient in the area of Airborne Operations. The individual who is in charge with being the most proficient Jumpmaster is the Master Jumpmaster (MJM).  

There is one Division level (MJM), the United States Army Advanced Airborne School’s First Sergeant, and one MJM for each Brigade, one for each Battalion, and one for each separate Company. The MJM is the Commander’s expert on all aspects of Airborne Operations and training.  The MJMs responsibility it to ensure that current policies and procedures are followed and to disseminate new information that will improve the way the unit conducts Airborne Operations.  The Brigade, The Battalion, and the separate Company MJM is an additional duty you must be appointed as such.  


The MJM is the principle advisor to the Commander and other Jumpmasters.  They must mentor and coach other unit Jumpmasters.  Disseminating information and ideas is a responsibility of the MJM; it is unproductive for them to hold on to information.  They should network with other MJM’s and the United States Army Advanced Airborne School to identify new ideas and techniques to improve Airborne Operations or enhance safety procedures.  They should also maintain an Airborne Operations Library at the unit level and it should include copies of the Master Jumpmaster Updates.


The MJM will conduct training and Jumpmaster evaluations.  A Jumpmaster breakfast will be held at least quarterly at the unit level.  Annual evaluations on all unit Jumpmasters will be conducted.  Additionally, the MJM will certify AMCO, DZSO, DZSTL, DACO, and Jumpmaster proficiency IAW the 82D Airborne Division ASOP.  

A Jumpmaster can be recommended to attend Jumpmaster Refresher, through the chain of command by the MJM.  


To be the unit’s Master Jumpmaster the individual must be a NCO, a graduate of the MJM course and an advanced rated Jumpmaster.  The MJM must also have at least one-year retainability and as mentioned previously, have additional duty orders. The MJM course is scheduled yearly.
	DISPELLING MYTHS ABOUT AMO CERTIFICATIONS

During the past several months the AMO committee has received numerous calls about the issues of AMO certification and re-certification.

AMO re-certification is an often-misunderstood subject. In previous years an AMO re-certification course was conducted quarterly to allow uncurrent AMCOs to re-certify, however, many of the students did not perform the duties over the period of their currency (two years). This caused their skills and knowledge as an AMCO to perish through disuse and when they could not keep up with changes made during that time. 

Due to this recurring trend among the majority of AMO graduates, it was deemed that the re-certification would simply become a test administered in the same format as the normal course test. By doing this, AMCOs who perform duties on a regular basis can simply coordinate, through their schools NCO, with the cadre of the AMO committee to take the re-certification test. 

The big myth is that AMCOs coming close to the end of their currency must retake the complete course in order to be re-certified. If an individual is still current, coordinates through their schools NCO with the AMO committee, and passes the exam he or she will be issued a new AMO Form 9 for currency.

While there are several schools outlined in TM 38-250 that can certify individuals as unit AMCOs, Commanders must remember that according to the joint services agreement between Pope Air Force Base and XVIII Airborne Corps, AMCOs must be a graduate of the 82nd Airborne Division Air Movement Operations course in order to certify hazardous materials out of Pope Air Force Base. 

Graduates of the AMO course that are current, and that have been placed on additional duty orders by their commander, are authorized to certify hazardous materials by military air only. In the event that your unit needs you to certify hazardous materials by sea, rail, or land you must attend one of the courses outlined in attachment 25 of the TM 38-250. XVIII Airborne Corps normally sponsors several DOD hazardous materials (hazmat) courses yearly. In the event you want to attend that course you need to contact the Corp schools NCO. 

There are several reserve and separate units that continue to send soldiers to the AMO course that are already Equipment Preparation Course (EP) and Load Planning Course (LP) certified, in the belief that The Air Movement Operations course teaches the Automated Air Load Planning Course (AALPS). The AALPS is a separate course taught by a civilian agency that can be coordinated through Mr. Ken Whiteside at 1-877-462-2577. Program manager for the course is Mr. Major J. The AMO committee is currently located in bldg A -1917 on Taylor St. anyone needing assistance with Air Movement Operations should come by or call the United States Army Advanced Airborne School.
