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SUBJECT: Barracks Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) Policy #24

c. When authorized, alcoholic beverages will be consumed in moderation. Soldiers on
duty or extra duty will not consume alcoholic beverages.

d. Soldiers are responsible for their actions at all times, consumption of alcoholic
beverage does not diminish this responsibility.

e. Use of tobacco products is prohibited in all common use areas.
15. WEAPONS AND AMMUNITION:

a. JAW XVIII Airborne Corps & Fort Bragg Regulation 190-11, firearms/ammunition,
explosives, pyrotechnics are not allowed in the barracks or in Private Owned Vehicles (POV).

b. Unauthorized weapons include, but are not limited to guns, nanchakus, throwing
stars, bow/crossbow, arrows, spears, swords, or any other similar type item designed to
inflict injuries. Folding knives may not exceed three and one half inches in blade length;
non-folding may not exceed two and one half inches in accordance with XVIII Airborne
Corps policy.

c. Soldiers must register all Personally Owned Weapons (POW) with the Provost
Marshal and Unit Commander. All POWs will be secured in the unit arms room.

d. Lxplesives, pyrotechnics, and ammunition are not authorized in the barracks at
anytime.

16. VISITORS

a. Spoasors/zscorts are responsible for the actions of their visitors. Barracks residents are
subject to administrative and/or UCM] actions for violations committed by their guest.

b. Visitors of either gender are authorized, daily seven days a week, from 1700-2400 hours.
When more than one soldier resides in the room, they must jointly agree to have guests in their
room prior to the visit. The rights of the other occupant(s) take priority over the desire of
visitation by one occupant. Visitors are not allowed overnight.
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
