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SUBJECT: Barracks Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) Policy #24

c. Additional furniture is authorized. However, it must be clean and cannot over-
crowd the room to a point that it can not be properly maintained or compromise fire safety.
Waterbeds are not authorized. Furniture, rugs, and carpets not maintained in a clean and
functional manner are not authorized and will be removed. Furniture that does not present a
serviceable and well-maintained appearance will not be permitted.

d. Posters and pictures are authorized as long as they are framed and are not offensive to
other occupants or personnel who may enter the room. Gang, drug, racial, or sexually related
items will not be displayed in any room including inside wall lockers. The manner in which they
hang will not cause damage to walls/doors. Use of the tape, glue, or adhesive is not authorized to
affix anything to the walls or furniture. Upon vacating rooms, soldiers are responsible for
patching and painting over damaged areas or the entire room if determined necessary by Barracks
NCOIC. Authorized hanging devices will not be removed once in place.

e. Mattress pads are required to protect mattresses. Soldiers are permitted to use civilian linen
in lieu of government furnished linen. Beds will be made up daily regardless of the type of linen
used. Stains, burns, rips and tears are considered Non Fair, Wear, and Tear damage for which
residents will pay.

f. Hanging partitions are permitted, but must be of good taste and quality. (i.e. do not use
sheets, blankets, and tape)

- 2. Although the soldier’s room is considered to be his/her home, it is still federal property.
Rooms are required to be cleaned daily (i.e. floors swept, clothes picked up and stored in hampers
or a barracks bag, windows washed, furniture dusted, trash removed). Beds will be made daily.
Sheets will be exchanged with fresh or washed ones at least weekly.

9. COMMON AREAS

a. Maintenance of common areas will be rotated between Battalions on a monthly basis (i.e.,
Dayroom, laundry rooms, latrines, etc), when a battalion does not occupy the entire floor.

b. Schedules will be published by each battalion CSM designating those personnel and
supervisors who are responsible for each area and posted on each hallway bulletin board.
