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SUBJECT: Barracks Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) Policy #24

12. SMOKING POLICY:

a. Smoking is prohibited in common areas to include the dayroom, laundry room, and
outside doorways.

b. Whenever circumstances permit, Barracks NCOIC will assign smokers in the same
room.

¢. Whenever a non-smoker and a smoker live together, the room will be designated non-
smoking.

13. FOOD & APPLIANCES

a. Microwave ovens and coffee pots are the only authorized cooking devices (no hot
plates, ovens, toasters, etc). No multiple plug extension cords or power strips are authorized
unless they are UL approved.

b. Only food refrigerated or stored in sealed containers is allowed in rooms.

c. Soldiers will dispose of all perishable food/items prior to deployments exceeding 7 days.
Set the refrigerator on minimum cooling.

d. Refrigerators will be defrosted at least every 90 days to prevent ice buildup.
14. ALCOHOL/DRUG/TOBACCO:

a. Military regulations and civilian law prohibits the use of and possession of illegal

drugs and drug related paraphernalia, therefore, such material and drug related activities are not
allowed.

b. Current North Carolina laws dictate that “NO INDIVIDUAL UNDER THE AGE OF
TWENTY-ONE (21) YEARS OLD MAY PURCHASE OR CONSUME ANY TYPE OF
ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE"; therefore no persons under the age of 21 may consume or possess
alcoholic beverages in the barracks. Those 21 and older who allow underage use of alcohol incur
personal responsibility for actions of the underage drinkers. VIOLATORS OF THIS LAW AS

WELL AS THOSE ASSISTING VIOLATORS WILL BE SUBJECT TO PROSECUTION
UNDER THE UCMJ!
