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j. Incidents involving a 1* COSCOM officer as subject or victim that reflects adversely on
the command.

k. Vehicle accidents involving 1* COSCOM military vehicles or serious injuries to 1%
COSCOM personnel.

1. Civilian confinement of a 1¥ COSCOM soldier.
m. All drug and alcohol-related incidents.
n. All suicide gestures or attempts.

0. Other unusual incidents or incidents that may result in adverse publicity for the Army
such as on/off-post riots, disturbances, or demonstrations against the Army or Army personnel;
war crimes, threats against Government weapons and ammunition; or information of threats or
plans to kidnap or harm Government personnel protected by the United States Secret Service.

3. During non-duty hours, all SIRs will be authenticated by the 1* COSCOM Duty Officer
(COD) before sending report to Corps. The SDNCO will do an initial screen to determine if it
falls into one of the categories above, and then contact the duty officer. If uncertain as to
whether it is to be reported, call the duty officer. If the duty officer cannot be reached, contact
the SGS or the Chief of Staff (CoS) for authorization to release to Corps. All SIRs sent to Corps
will be typed in proper format and faxed to Corps. Not all SIRs required by this policy letter are
required to be submitted to the Corps EOC, therefore, the COD will make the determination on
the submission to Corps, only after receiving authorization from the SGS or CofS.

4. Timelines of the report are essential. All initial SIRs must be turned into the 1%
COSCOM SDNCO NLT 4 hours after the incident. Reports will be legibly hand written or
typed, signed by the company commander or 1SG and will be authenticated by the MSC
commander or designated representative. Initial SIRs required by Corps must be submitted to
Corps NLT 6 hours after the incident and must be typed. MSCs will submit a follow-up SIR as
required within 72 hours after the initial SIR, followed by a final SIR upon completion or
another follow-up if more actions are pending. The final SIR must not be mistaken for the
accident report required according to Master Policy #15.

5. The report must have the following information:
a. Type of report: Initial, Follow-up, or Final.

b. Date/Time and location of incident.
