a. Purpose; To provide policy guidance for all airborne operations in 1% Corps Support Command (COSCOM).

b. Scope; This policy is applicable to all airborne personnel on jump status assigned or attached to 1 COSCOM and will not
expire until rescinded or superseded.

d. TAW reference 6.c.(2) above, the 82 Airborne Division ASOP, Volume 1, Edition VI, Jul 01 is the X VIII Airborne Corps
ASOP. All 1 COSCOM units will strictly adhere to procedures and standards as prescribed in the 82" Airborne Division ASOP.

e. In addition to references 6.¢.(2) and 6.d., commanders in 1¥ COSCOM will conduct all airborne operations IAW the intent and
guidance outlined within this policy letter.

f. Airborne operations Policy Guidance:
(1) All personnel occupying a Paid Parachute Position (PPP) will jump at a minimum of once per quarter.

(2) All airborne operations will be tactical, conducted with full combat equipment consisting of personal camouflage, ALICE
pack, LCE, NBC mask, and assigned weapon with M1950 weapon case, as appropriate. Variations from these requirements for
' conducting tactical airborne operations with combat equipment AW Chapter 3 and 18, 82" ASOP, must be approved by the Major
. Subordinate Commander (MSC). Combat light, consisting of the soldiers’ individual weapon and the minimum essential equipment
required to execute a mission is at the MSC Commander’s discretion.
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
