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INTRODUCTION

Thisisalisting of church, family and military cemeteries and al memorial markers (with
the exception of the Fort Bragg Main Post Cemetery) located on Fort Bragg, Camp Mackall and
Pope Air Force Base, North Carolina (Figure 1). The cemeteries are listed alphabetically by
county followed by the memorials, also listed alphabetically by county. The church, military
service, location or surname of the oldest identified burial is used to identify the cemetery. Other
names by which the cemetery may have been known are listed within parentheses, followed by
the North Carolina Township and county in which the cemetery islocated. The year of the
earliest and the most recent known interment, or military action are listed last. Where the date of
the interment(s) was not known a reasonabl e estimate was made. A descriptive paragraph for
each cemetery includes: environment (wooded or cleared); feet above sealevel (nearest contour
on the 1:24,000 USGS topographic map); location in relation to roads, streams and the military
grid coordinate; first and last interments and a physical description (fence, signage, size, number
of markers, grave orientation).

Each marker is described including stone material, top type, base type, decorative motif
and damage or erosion (see Appendix A). Unless otherwise noted, all markers are upright tablet
stones, with matching footstones. The graves are aways oriented east-west and on the east side
of the head marker. Thetext of the headstone epitaph isjustified against the left margin,
although this does not reflect the actual line justification found on the stone. The military service
if applicableisrecorded to the right of the epitaph but does not appear on the stone. Theinitials
(if any) of the footstone are right justified on the first line of the headstone epitaph text. Care
was taken to note capital letters, line breaks and punctuation. Font type, super and sub-script and
line justification were not recorded. The name and business |ocation of the craftsman who made
the memoria occasionally followed the last line, and was indented from the left margin. A blank
line indicates where lettering isillegible or missing. Parentheses surround lettering that is
obvious but illegible or missing. The field recorder followed a serpentine path down the rows of
graves. Theinscriptions are listed in that order; right to left, then left to right, and so on. For the
larger or more complex cemeteries, a marker number was assigned to each grave. If applicable
thisisindicated in bold type at the beginning of the marker description.

Family cemeteries and the church yards at Long Street and Sandy Grove Presbyterian
Churches are maintained by the U.S. Army under the terms of land acquisition agreements
negotiated with the original owners. All cemeteries are fenced. They are not used for military
training activities. Cemeteries are mowed with minor repairs accomplished by the Directorate of
Public Works and Environment.

The military burials on the post resulted from combat operations, which occurred herein
1781 and 1865 or are the graves of Civil War soldiers who were killed during the war.
Information used to identify Civil War veterans in the North Carolina Troop Rosters was name,
age, birth county, and whether or not they survived the war. If the information in the troop roster
matched the known information for the individual it was assumed to be the same person.

Also included are markers for veterans of the Spanish American War and WWII which
had been stolen and dumped on Fort Bragg and now rest at Sandy Grove Church. All of the



Civil War graves of Union soldiers on this post which could be located accurately through
informant interviews were marked by the U.S. Army in 1921 (Nye n.d. p. 45). Standard
headstones provided by the Veterans Administration, now the U.S. Department of Veterans
Affairs (VA), were used to mark these graves. From 1992 until 1995 the U.S. Army placed
memoria markersin the vicinity of anumber of historic military graves for which only general
locations were known (Corps of Engineers 1943; Kern pers. comm. 1995). They include one
mass grave from the Revolutionary War, and a number of Union and Confederate graves from
the Civil War. Note these markers are memorials, not graves, and were placed in the general
area or the nearest known cemetery as indicated by the Corps of Engineer's 1943 map of grave
locations on Ft. Bragg. The Army'sintent isto memorialize American soldiers known to be
interred in these general areas. Memorial markers may be moved as necessary in order to
support military construction, training or range management programs.

Stonecutters whose work can be found on Fort Bragg and whose names are included in
thissurvey are: A. Sweetland; A. Foster; Jos. Foster, Fayetteville; Lauder, Fayetteville;
Remsburg, and E.L. Remsburg, Fayetteville; Cooper's, Raleigh; C. M. Walsh, Petersburg, Va.,
and W.C. Berryhill, Charlotte. The marble these artists used in their work was procured from
Europe or from Elberton, Georgia, acommon source of marble since the 1930s. The Elberton
marble has a characteristic coarse grain and is referred to in this survey as Georgia marble.
Another material well represented in this survey is ared-brown sandstone that may have been
quarried from either the only known sandstone quarry in the area on the Cape Fear near Tokey,
North Carolinaor from local outcroppings (Little 1984).

Sandstone was the only material available to local craftsmen in the late 18th and early
19th centuries. Several sandstone markersin this survey exhibit asimilar style and were
probably produced by the same individual identified in Little 1984 as the "Upper Cape Fear
Master". Although hisidentity is unknown his hand carved stones with their Baroque shape
(serpentine and round-on-flat, see Appendix A), ruled lettering and references to the patron as
well as the deceased are unique.

Sandstone was replaced by marble and local craftsmen by professional stonecuttersin the
early part of the 19th century, when the local population had grown enough to support a
stonecutter. From the 1820s to the 1840s A pollos Sweetland, David Anderson Jr. and James
Foster were among several itinerant stonecutters who worked out of Fayetteville. These
businessmen would procure a shipment of stone and then advertise and produce grave markers
until they ran out of supplies or customers. Often they would shift into a new market areawhen
businessin one dried up.

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Lauder was the most prolific of all stonecutters represented in the cemeteries of Fort
Bragg. His name appears on 54 headstones in this survey but he is probably responsible for a
great many more. Lauder was an Edinburgh stonecutter who came to North Carolinain the
1830s to work on the State Capitol. He established his business in Fayetteville in 1845 (as cited
in Little 1984). Lauder used both American and foreign marble ranging in styles typical of each
decade from the 1840s to the 1880s.

E. L. Remsburg apprenticed under Lauder and took over his businessin the 1880s (Little
1984). He continued with some of Lauder's designs through the 1890s until he sold his business
to I.V. Hooper, who in turn was bought out by Troy Cain around 1925. Four generations after
Lauder established his businessit is still in operation today as Cain Memorials (Little 1984).

W.G. Berryhill, Charlotte (1896) and Cooper's of Raleigh (1880 & 1884) were
stonecutters who operated their businesses in the last two decades of the 19th century (Little
pers. comm. 1995 from Branson's Business Directory).



The design, motifs and materials used by stone cutters are indicative of particular periods
(see Appendix A). For example, the shield-like diamond shaped sandstone markers found at
Long Street Presbyterian Church may be an 18th century continuance of a Scottish tradition
which originated in the custom of inserting aslain warrior's shield into the grave as amemoria
(Little 1984). The use of the phrase "Erected by " also is the continuation of a Scotch-Irish
tradition (Little 1984). Small scale markers with serpentine or round-on-flat tops were popul ar
in the 1840s. These Baroque styles gave way to the tall, thin rectangular markersin the 1850s.
Such large markers were often decorated with calligraphy and/or variations of the urn and willow
motif. By the 1860s these tall markers were commonly left undecorated. In the 1870sthe
markers were thickened and the tops usually around or flat arch. Large beaded or molded
borders and High Victorian Eastlake ornamentation such as the Crown and Cross, Broken
Branch and Heavenly City motifs, were popular. By this period, the headstones were commonly
inserted into athick base. Fraternal symbols, references to military and civic service, Biblical
verses and poetry were also often included on markers. Two words commonly found on a
woman's marker may confuse the modern reader about a woman's relationship with her husband.
These are "consort" meaning wife, and "relict” meaning widow. Children's markers were
frequently decorated with carvings of aflowering branch cut from its tree or the stump of a
sapling, each symbolic of ayoung life cut short.

The cemetery is surrounded by two strands of barbed wire fence supported by 9
posts, encompassing an area approximately 28' x 46' and is marked "OFF LIMITS" on the north
side. There are seventeen markers. the oldest being for John Ellis (1832-1850) and the most
recent the infant son of Jesse and Fannie Ellis (1918). All of headstones are east-facing with the
footstones facing to the west.

The cemetery is about 2,112'
east of the approach road to the ammunition supply point and about 100" south of Ft, Bragg's
boundary road, in the vicinity of military grid coordinates PJ796 849. The cemetery has been
badly vandalized leaving approximately 17 looter holes and broken stones strewn about. Only
two headstone base fragments and seven footstones and footstone fragments remain in place.
The presence of eleven other headstones and seven other footstones are indicated by the
remaining fragments lying on the ground surface, for atotal of thirteen head and fourteen
footstones. The markers, looter holes, and marker fragments cover an area approximately
110N/Sand 35' E/W. There aretwo partial death dates: Neill McDonald who diedin 19 and
an unidentified woman who died in 190 . Two birth dates are indicated: 1808 (Nancy
McDonald) and 184 (unidentified). The name "Lauder" is found on the bottom of one stone
indicating the cemetery was in use while he was in business between 1845 and 1888. All of the
markers are white marble with the headstones facing to the east and the footstones to the west.
M easurements of this cemetery's stones were taken in an attempt to match up fragments
(w=width, t=thickness).

This cemetery has also been known as Y adkin Road, Rocky Mount or Hill Church
cemetery. Located on awooded ridge approximately 3,960 east of Stewart's Creek
(340'contour), on the immediate north side of Y adkin Road, south of the 82nd Airborne Division
cantonment, in the vicinity of military grid coordinates PU 80378 88215. The cemetery is
surrounded by two strands of barbed wire encompassing an area approximately 50' x 50". There
are at least 30 graves, 14 of
which have stones with inscriptions. The earliest marked grave is that of Enoch Elijah Newton
who died in the Civil War in 1863 and whose grave is marked with a VA headstone placed by
his descendant, Anna Newton Turner during the 1960s (Newton Turner pers. comm. 1997).
Thereisalso agrave for Three Unknown US Soldiers marked by the U.S. Government at an
unknown date prior to 1970 and replaced due to vandalism in 1993 (Kern pers. comm. 1995).
These soldiers were identified by a descendant of George Newton, at whose home they were
hospitalized, as Pvt. Thomas J. Malugean, Mortimer Mumford and Lt. John R. Fathera (Newton
n.d. in aletter onfile at Ft. Bragg DPWE). The earliest original headstone is that of an infant son
of H.D. & L.A. Mintswho died Sept. 9, 1884. The latest marked interment is that of Charity
Winsbury (1842-1912). Several of the graves are marked by plain fieldstones (sandstone)
without inscription. The headstones face to the west with the footstones usually facing east. The
cemetery is named for the Newton family because of the large marker placed by their
descendants, memorializing that family.

The cemetery is located in the former community of Argyle,
southwest of Long Street Church, 4,000' west of the Little Rockfish Creek and 2,800" northeast
of atributary of Patterson Branch Creek. The church and cemetery are located on the north side
of Longstreet Road, approximately 400" east of Preacher's Road, in the vicinity of military grid
coordinate PU 71228 879. The cemetery is surrounded by a 3' high dry masonry stone wall
encompassing an area approximately 250' N/S by 80' E/W. There are entrances on the eastern
and northern sides. The church and cemetery are surrounded by a4’ high chain link fence with a
padliocked gate. The earliest marked graveisthat of Jaujin (Lauchlin?)McNeil (#226), 1773,
while the most recent isthat of M. Neil Buie (#11) who died in 1932. All headstones are east-
facing and usually (unless noted) footstones are flat topped and face to the west.

The Reverend Angus McDiarmid (1758-1827), aformer minister at Long Street, is
interred here. The tombstone of Captain Angus McDiarmid (1832-1856), a native of the Island
of Islay, Scotland isinscribed with an epitaph in Gaelic. Thiswas the language of the early
Scottish settlers. Captain Daniel A. Monroe (1829-1863) and First Sergeant Benjamin
McLauchlin (1844-1862), Company K, 38th North Carolina Infantry Regiment, and many of the
members of Company K are buried here. Captain John McKellar (1823-1877), Company A, 5th
North Carolina Cavalry Regiment is interred here under a marker provided by his wartime
comrades. Captain Alexander Ray (1828-1865), Company D, 53rd North Carolina Infantry
Regiment, killed in action at Petersburg, Virginia, and other soldiersin his family are
memorialized here.

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Long Street Cemetery, Hoke County

A mass grave of approximately 30 Confederate soldiersis found here. These troops were
either killed in action or died of wounds received at Monroe's Crossroads on 10 March 1865.
Their remains were moved here after the Civil War (Nye, n.d.). The graveis marked by asimple
white marble obelisk inscribed "Confederate Soldiers’ placed by the women of Argylein 1870
asamemorial not only to these, but also to men buried on other fields (McLeod, n.d.). In 1993
the U.S. Army added a memorial tablet to this grave (Kern pers. comm. 1995). Several other
markers memorialize veterans of the Confederate Army. Rough gray granite memoria with a
smooth beveled face set on astone base. Located directly in front of and facing the church.

Five buria areas (C, D, E, F, | asidentified in Scott & Hunt 1995) contain the grave sites
of at least 39 unknown Union soldiers as well as a number of unknown Confederate soldiers
killed in action on 10 March 1865 during the Civil War. The remains of Confederate troops
killed in the action were disinterred after the War, and moved to Long Street Presbyterian
Church and other locations (Nye, n.d.). Approximately 100 soldiers are thought to have been
killed in the engagement at Monroe's Crossroads which occurred when Confederate Lieutenant
General Hampton's cavalry attacked an encampment of Union Brevet Magjor General Kilpatrick's
cavalry (Belew 1995; Scott & Hunt 1995). Three of the burial sites (C,E,F) are located on the
west side of Blue's Road, south of the firebreak road. One (Burial D) islocated west of Blue's
Road. And north of the firebreak. Thefifth burial areais east of Blue's Road in Coleman Impact
Area, to the south of the main battlefield area. The battlefield areais located south of the
intersection of Blue's and Morganton Roads.

The Union head stones mark 3 single graves (Burial Areas D,E,I), one mass grave of 9
soldiers (Burial AreaF), and one mass grave site with 3 graves of 9 soldiers each (Buria Area
C). The Union markers are undated although all of the graves date from the battle. The U.S.
Government represented by Captain T.E. Haley placed markers on the gravesin 1921. The
position of the markers was determined by Mr. Neill S. Blue who was a boy of 15 at the time of
the battle. Mr. Blue placed stones over the graves after the battle and pointed these out to
Captain Haley who replaced them with the present markers (Nye, n.d.).

Archaeological excavations conducted by the National Park Servicein 1993 provided
evidence that both Union and Confederate soldiers were buried in the largest common grave
(Buria AreaC).

The third possible grave area to the west of the SE marker
contained no artifacts to positively determine whether or not it was a grave (Scott & Hunt, 1995).
