SWMU 3 - Abandoned landfill, 66 acres, results of RFI confirmed site to be an old abandoned landing strip, no landfills                    materials or contamination are present.  Site given NFA by NCDENR and EPA in 1996.

SWMU 5-  Abandoned landfill.  Previous NFA given on Dec. 1, 1997, however, it was on industrial scenario.  

                   Per the July 14, 1998 memo from HWS, it must be “cleaned up” to residential risk based scenario.  

                   Will do another round of sampling.

SWMUs 4 and 18- 10 acre landfill (SWMU 4) and 2 fire training pits on the north half of SWMU 4 (SWMU 18).            SWMU 103 - Former Malonee Village Gas Station.  Just beginning investigation of chlorinated solvents and 

                       petroleum hydrocarbons in the ground water.

525th MIB Barracks- Site of newly constructed barracks, mess halls, and brigade headquarters buildings. 

                                  On 8/31/2000, DENR (Superfund) approved NFA.  This was an IR site not a SWMU.
