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SUBJECT: Reimburse Expenditures for Hazardous Waste Response
and Spill Clean-up Cost

1. EFEnvironmental stewardship continues to be a tradition of
excellence for the vast majority of units assigned to Fort
Bragg. However, the installation has experienced a number of
unacceptable environmental incidents during the past fiscal
year.

2. Effective immediately, units will be charged for the cost of
recovering improperly disposed hazardous materials (HM),
hazardous waste (HW), and regulated medical waste (RMW) and
spill clean-up costs in accordance with FB Regulation 200-3.
Units must continue to report all spills of petroleum, oils,
lubricants, and hazardous substances as mandated by FB
Regulation 200-3.

3. Units will be billed for costs that include, but are not
limited to, cleanup contract costs, waste disposal costs,
supplies andovertime costs incurred by government and contract
employees. If medical waste is found at the waste transfer
point, the unit found in violation will pay all costs associated
with the clean-up. The amount can be adjusted at the discretion
of the Director of PWBC to take into account aggravating factors
such as past history of negligent spills, substantial amount of
time required for the clean-up, and amount spilled. The
Director of PWBC may also consider mitigating factors to reduce
the cost charged to units. These factors could include whether
or not this was the unit’s first spill, whether the unit took
all measures possible to prevent the spill, and whether the
unit’s responded quickly and appropriately.

4. This past year, Fort Bragg experienced numerous incidents of
units improperly disposing of HM/HW/RMW in trash containers,
dumpsters, and roll-off containers. These incidents impacted
both contract and government operations. Historical data
indicates that related costs for recovery or cleanup, including
impadt to contract operations (delay claims), have ranged from
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$1,400 to $12,000. Improper disposal of RMW/HW/HM is a serious
violation of both State and Federal laws and can result in fines
and penalties up to $27,500 per day per violation. In addition
to costs associated with claims against the government and costs
incurred during clean up operations, units are responsible for
any fines and/or penalties resulting from violations of State or
Federal statutes. Individual violators may also be subject to
civil or criminal liability. ‘

§. Units training at Fort Bragg will coordinate RMW disposal
with Environmental Services Branch, Womack Army Medical Center
(907-7441) prior to deploying to the field site. Technical
training assistance for RMW is available from Environmental
Health (396-5882). For HW/HM disposal assistance, units will
contact the Public Works Business Center, Hazardous Waste and
Reclamation Office (396-2141).

6. We need the continued assistance of leaders at all levels to
ensure proper environmental compliance during both field and
garrison operations.
