1.  Purpose.  To establish installation policy for approval on non-MWR sponsored events that involve the public or the use of Fort

Bragg Facilities.

2.  General.  

    a.  Group and unit sponsored public events contribute to the morale and welfare of soldiers, family members, and members of

the Fort Bragg/Fayetteville Community.

    b.  Events/activities that involve the public or the use of public facilities must be planned and coordinated to assure regulatory

requirements are met and the safety of participants, spectators, and Fort Bragg community members are not at risk.

3.  The Garrison Commander (GC) has designated Community Activities and Services Business Center (CASBC) as the

approving authority for all on-post fund raisers.  Large-scale events such as runs, bike races, and other recreational or

entertainment activities that involve use of Fort Bragg roads require the GC's approval.  Detailed planning and completion of staff

coordination will result in expeditious review and approval.

4.  Policy.  Coordinators of group or unit sponsored events will request approval in memorandum form, coordinate with essential

staff members, and submit the request with staff comments to the DCA not less that 30 days prior to event date.  The

memorandum will include at least the following information:

    a.  Date, time, and place of event.

    b.  Description and purpose of the activity.

    c.  Estimated number of military and civilians expected to participate.

    d.  Sequence of events with time lines.
